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1. Overall Description:

At T2#17 the attached document T2-020516, CR 22.140 REL-5 - MMS configuration information in the USIM (SP-020055 CR-13) was discussed. This CR to MMS stage 1 was recently approved at SA#15 as a new requirement for MMS REL-5. Excerpt from the CR:

· Storage of configuration information in the USIM

It shall be possible to store in the USIM a number of sets of configuration information to allow access to MMS services. One of these sets of configuration information is preset by the issuer of the USIM. Such preset configuration information set shall only be configurable by issuer of the USIM. 

The preset configuration information is selected unless otherwise specified by the user.

It shall be possible to retain the configuration information when the UICC is used in different terminals.

After review of the CR it is T2’s understanding that this new requirement does not require any changes to the current MMS stage 2 specification, 23.140. (Please note that the relevant excerpt of the current version 5.2.0 of MMS stage 2 is added to an Annex to this LS.)

However, according to T2’s understanding the requirement might affect 31.102 (USIM) which is under control of T3. In particular T2 is not aware of any mechanism in the current USIM specification which would allow to distinguish between sets of configuration information preset by the issuer of the USIM and sets of configuration information which is set by someone else, e.g. the user.

Moreover, T2 would like to point out to SA1 that the above stage 1 requirement is related only to “MMS connectivity information”. TS 23.140 and TS 31.102, however, do not limit the MMS-related information on the USIM to “MMS connectivity information”. In addition, they do also define the storage and handling of MMS user preferences information and MMS notifications on the USIM. SA1 might wish to align MMS stage 1, 22.140, accordingly. (Please refer again to the excerpt of 23.140 in the Annex to this LS.)

2. Actions:

To T3 group.

ACTION: 
T2 asks T3 to consider the impacts which the new requirement might have on 31.102 (USIM). In particular T3 might need to define a mechanism to distinguish between sets of configuration information preset by the issuer of the USIM and sets of configuration information which is set by someone else, e.g. the user.

To SA1 group.

ACTION: 
T2 asks SA1 to confirm T2’s understanding that the new requirement does not require any changes to the current MMS stage 2 specification, 23.140. (cf. Annex to this LS.)

ACTION: 
T2 suggests that SA1 consider to reflect in MMS stage 1, 22.140, the possibility to also store and handle MMS user preferences information and MMS notifications on the USIM, in addition to the MMS connectivity parameters  (cf. Annex to this LS.).

Handling of MMS-related information on the USIM

If the USIM according to [67] stores MMS related information, an MMS User Agent may be able to handle that MMS-related information on the USIM which comprises:

· MMS connectivity information, as defined in Annex F,

· MMS user preferences, as defined in Annex F, and

· MMS notifications.

MMS connectivity information, which is stored on the USIM, should be used by an MMS User Agent to connect to the network for the purpose of accessing the MMS Relay/Server. When conflicting MMS connectivity information is stored on both the USIM and outside the USIM, the MMS connectivity information stored on the USIM should be used by an MMS User Agent to connect to the network.

MMS user preferences information, which is stored on the USIM, may beused by an MMS User Agent for user assistance in preparation of terminal-originated MMs (e.g. default values for parameters that are often used).

MMS notifications, may be stored on the USIM together with an associated status by a recipient MMS User Agent. 

· When an MMS User Agent has deleted a notification which was stored on the USIM, the associated status should be set to “Free space”

· When an MMS User Agent stores a notification on the USIM, the associated status should be set to “Used space”

· When a recipient MMS User Agent has not handled the notification which is stored on the USIM (e.g. the details of the notification were not shown to the user), the associated status should be set to “notification not read”,

· When a recipient MMS User Agent has handled the notification which is stored on the USIM (e.g. the details of the notification have been shown to the user), the associated status should be set to “notification read”,

· When a recipient MMS User Agent has not retrieved an MM based on the notification which is stored on the USIM, the associated status should be set to “MM not retrieved”,

· When a recipient MMS User Agent has retrieved an MM based on the notification which is stored on the USIM, the notification should be deleted or the associated status may be set to “MM retrieved”,

· When a recipient MMS User Agent has rejected an MM based on the notification which is stored on the USIM, the notification may be deleted or the associated status may be set to “MM rejected”,

· When a recipient MMS User Agent has forwarded an MM based on the notification which is stored on the USIM, the notification may be deleted or the associated status should be set to “MM forwarded”,

Upon an attempt to store a notification on a USIM, an MMS User Agent should ensure that the notification is not lost unless the USIM acknowledges the storage attempt to be successful.
