Liaison statement regarding Download requirements

The Download DC thanks 3GPP T2 for the liaison regarding our charter and download requirements (T2-020292).  The charter of the download drafting committee is available at http://www.wapforum.org/who/approved_charters/index.htm.

The following are the Download DC’s high-level requirements that guide the drafting of a download specification.

1. The download service must allow for interactive and reliable download of arbitrary Media Objects.

· It must be possible to download arbitrary content types.

· It must be possible to download content of arbitrary sizes.

2. The download service must enable bearer agnostic delivery mechanisms that include facilities for application level installation notification. 

3. The download service must optimize the download of relatively low cost media objects such as ringing tones, screen savers and applications.

4. The download service must seek to avoid fragmentation of the content space, i.e. content for mobile devices with different capabilities can be published using a consistent concept.

5. The download service must enable the implementation of a consistent user interface for downloading of all types of media: e.g. games, melodies, and pictures.

6. The download service should enable the implementation of automated authentication mechanisms.
