1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks T2 for the detailed information and guidance provided in their LS referenced above on " Charging Support for VASP MMS Connectivity ".

After having discussed this LS, SA5 came to the conclusion that the two following issues need further clarification:

1. Regarding the "Charged party", care must be taken that in case of reverse charging, this indicator is provided by the VASP to the operator and therefore may not be trusted. This implies that the operator has to determine who pays, regardless of the information provided by the VASP but based on the commercial agreement between the VASP and the operator. T2 is therefore asked whether or not the "Charged party" is relevant for the reverse charging scenario.

2. The definition of "Service code" is unclear since it seems to contain the same information as the "Charged party" parameter. 

It is assumed that both these issues will be discussed during the T2/SA5 joint session on 19 August that will be held during SA5#30 in Tampere, FINLAND (19-23 August 2002).  In addition, it is the intention of SA5 to incorporate the stage 3 specification of VASP MMS charging into Rel-5 TS 32.235 based on the result of this joint session.
