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1. Overall Description:

S1 would like to thank T2 for their LS on the storage of MMS configuration information on the USIM.

With regards of the actions to SA1 that you identified the position of SA1 is as follows:

ACTION: 
T2 asks SA1 to confirm T2’s understanding that the new requirement does not require any changes to the current MMS stage 2 specification, 23.140. (cf. Annex to this LS.)

Answer: SA1 does not claim to have sufficient expertise to be able to exclude any impact on MMS stage 2 (TS 23.140), and any comment from T3 on this issue would be welcome.

ACTION: 
T2 suggests that SA1 consider to reflect in MMS stage 1, 22.140, the possibility to also store and handle MMS user preferences information and MMS notifications on the USIM, in addition to the MMS connectivity parameters  (cf. Annex to this LS.).
Answer: SA1 will discuss the proposed extension of the requirement in the next messaging sub working group and provide the necessary change request to TS 22.140 if deemed appropriate. Although the value of the extension is recognized, the impact on the system could be too heavy to justify such a late change to release 5. 

2. Actions:

To T3 group.

ACTION: 
S1 asks T3 to analyse the possible impact on the stage 2 specification due to the introduction of the MMS connectivity parameters configuration information on the USIM. 
SA1 would also like to have the opinion of T3 regarding the possible additional work that extending the MMS configuration information to include user preferences and MMS configuration would require.
