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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 thanks the GSM BARG and GSMA CPWG for its liaisons.

Regarding the issue mentioned in the LS 235/02, that of the proposed solution not being able to trace the data volumes and duration (segment) per serving network in the case of an inter PLMN handover, it is been corrected and now can be done on a per network basis.

With regard to the additional requirements indicated in the LS 097/02, please find our responses underneath:

· VASP MMS connectivity: 

SA5 agrees that the CDR created for VASP MMS connectivity should be similar in structure and contents to the CDR created for MMs submitted/retrieved via the MM1 interface. The details for the same would be worked on, and, would be added to the technical specification for the same release as underlined in TS 23.140.
· Roaming Awareness: 
SA5 is of the view that it may be crucial that CDR created at a service platform in the home network allow to identify whether the served mobile subscriber was roaming and to which network he was roaming to. However, the SA5 is not clear as to how information pertaining to the issue above could be transferred to the Service Node.
