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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has received two LSs from GSMA SerG and the GSMNA CTO Advisory Group as detailed above.

Both LS perceive a problem with the location of MMS parameter storage and concur that MMS service may be inadvertently denied to a GSM subscriber.

SA1 would like to clarify that MMS service would not be inadvertently denied, because in all releases from Release 99 onwards, MMS parameters can be stored on the terminal.  However, it was agreed that the MMS parameters are additionally stored on the USIM (for Release 4 and later), but not on the SIM.

SA1's understanding is that it has always been possible to store MMS parameters on any 3GPP terminal supporting MMS, and specifically, this is required when SIM cards are used for UTRAN access, as no storage is currently provided for MMS parameters on the SIM.  It may be that this was not specified strongly enough, and some confusion might have emerged as a result.

SA1 would also like to inform GSM Association that 3GPP has not yet resolved how to handle the whole area of the support of MMS configuration information both for Rel-4 and Rel-5 and this will be the matter of discussion in the next 3GPP TSG-SA meeting.
