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1. Overall Description:

SA5 has received and studied the LSs in S5-020540 (T2-020764) and S5-020513 (BARG/CPWP 151/02). 

SA5 has then organised a joint session with T2 with additional participation by CPWP on 19 August 2002, in Tampere. There it was concluded that the following requirements from BARG exist for the definition of CDR relevant MMS volume size.

 “MM1 exactness”: 
Both sides of the originator MM1 (i.e. the Originator UA and Originator R/S) must be able to determine exactly the same CDR relevant MMS volume size.

Both sides of the recipient MM1 (i.e. the Recipient UA and Recipient R/S) must be able to determine exactly the same CDR relevant MMS volume size.

 “MM4 exactness”:  Both sides of the MM4 reference point must be able to determine exactly the same CDR relevant MMS volume size. This is essential as the MM4 CDRs are to be used for interoperator charging, hence exactness is a must.

 “MM1O = MM4O = MM4R”: The CDR relevant volume size determined on the originator MM1 shall be exactly the same as the CDR relevant MMS volume size determined on MM4: It shall be possible to base interworking charging on the same volume figures as retail charging (irrespective of the specific charging models being used). 

“Size awareness”:
It shall be possible as a terminal function for the originator to show the exact charged volume in advance – ideally gradually during the composition process.

“User fairness”: 
The charged volume must be fair to the user.

 “Fraud protection”: 
The possibilities of fraudulent transfer of uncharged information between users must be minimised. 

It was understood that the first four requirements are exact requirements (it is not possible to fulfil them only partially) and are indispensable. Requirements 5 and 6 should be fulfilled to an optimum degree.

Therefore SA5 agreed to change its original definition as follows:

5.16
Message Size

The message size includes the number of octets of the subject information element and of all media components of the transmitted MM.

[end quotation]

With this definition the first four requirements are fulfilled. The indicated change means a significant increase in fraud protection and a slight reduction in user fairness that is considered acceptable by both BARG and SA5.

2. Actions:

To T2 group.

ACTION:  SA5 invites T2 to adapt their definition of MMS message size accordingly, as far as charging is considered. Of course, different definitions of message size for other purposes do not create any contradictions.

SA5 also offers participation in another joint T2/SA5/CPWP meeting on the issue, if felt necessary. BARG CPWP is offering to organise a one day meeting any time before the next T2 plenary, at a central European airport to ensure the necessary participation.
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
