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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks GSMA SerG for their LS with regards to MMS charging requirements (GSMA SerG 199/02).

As far as SerG 199/02 LS is concerned, SA5 would like to comment the requirements of SerG as follows:

Support for prepaid customers

Prepaid service in MMS is not supported in the current charging specifications. This functionality is included in the Rel-6 WID of SA5. However, SA5 recognizes that prepaid is required by SA1 and defined in the T2 specification for Release 5. Therefore, SA5 is currently discussing the possibility to introduce prepaid MMS in its Rel-5 specifications as a correction if needed.

Support for charging of delivery reports
Charging of delivery report is already covered in the existing Rel-4 TS 32.235 for post-paid.  

Support for charging of read reply reports
Charging of read reply report is already covered in the existing Rel-4 TS 32.235 for post-paid.  

Support for reply charging MMS

The charging specification currently implements the reply-charging limitations as specified in TS 23.140 i.e. the latest time of submission and the maximum size for reply-MM(s) granted to the recipient(s).

If additional limitations (e.g. cost limit) are specified by T2 then SA5 will obviously align with them.

Support for Value Added Services

SA5 develops its specifications in order to include VASP MMS charging in Release 5.

At the moment, it is intended to create new CDRS for each MM7 transaction (i.e. MM7 submission, MM7 deliver, MM7 delivery report, …) following the same general principle as for the MM1 and MM4 interface.

With regards to LS SerG 202/02 which contains some additional charging requirements related to VASP (Section 2.e Billing events), SA5 needs further information at this point as only the basic MM7 transactions are identified as being chargeable.
