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1 Overview

An ambiguity has been identified with respect to the usage of the Message-ID upon retrieval of an MM.

According to 3GPP TS 23.140 (MMS Stage2) the Message-ID shall be included in the MM1_retrieve.RES abstract message as a mandatory information element. From MMDC’s point of view the usage of the Message-ID cannot be mandated in the M-Retrieve.conf PDU, which corresponds to the MM1_retrieve.RES abstract message, since there are cases an MM is not returned with this PDU (e.g. MMS Client tries to retrieve an MM that is already expired and does not exist in the MMS Proxy-Relay anymore or the MMS Client tries to retrieve an MM using a wrong URI.) If no MM is returned with the M-Retrieve.conf PDU there is no need for the MMS Proxy-Relay to assign a Message-ID; it would be even misleading to assign a Message-ID to a non-existing message.

The Message-ID in the M-Retrieve.conf PDU was defined as optional for WAP MMS Release 1.0 in the past. After having realized the ambiguity between 3GPP TS 23.140 (MMS Stage2) and OMA-MMS-Encapsulation Specification, the MMDC decided to define the Message-ID as a conditional header field in the M-Retrieve.conf PDU for WAP MMS Release 1.1 with an explanatory text in addition.

2 Proposal

OMA-MAG-MMDC proposes to leave the status of the Message-ID header field unchanged for both releases of WAP/OMA-MMS-Encapsulation (i.e. “optional” for WAP MMS Release 1.0 and “conditional” for WAP MMS Release 1.1) and to change the status of this information element in the 3GPP specifications to either “optional” or “conditional”.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA-MAG-MMDC kindly asks 3GPP-T2-SWG3 to discuss the usage of the Message-ID in the MM1_retrieve.RES abstract message taking into account the use cases described above.

If 3GPP-T2-SWG3 agrees with OMA-MAG-MMDC on the usage of the Message-ID upon retrieval of an MM, MMDC would like to suggest to change the status of this information element in the 3GPP specifications to either “optional” or “conditional”.
4 Conclusion

The next OMA-MAG-MMDC meeting will take place in the beginning of February 2003. Thus, the MMDC would be very grateful if  3GPP-T2-SWG3 could form an opinion and reply to the MMDC by February 2nd, 2003.
