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1 Overview

An ambiguity has been identified with respect to the usage of the Message Distribution Indicator in the MM1 reference point.

According to 3GPP TS 23.140 (MMS Stage2) the Message Distribution Indicator that originates in an MM7-Submit.req from a Value-Added Service Provider (VASP) shall be passed to the MMS User Agent over MM1.  However, the specification only includes this information element in the MM1_notification.REQ abstract message.  This seems to be inconsistent with the purpose of the indicator as there is no requirement on the MMS User Agent to retain any of the information elements from the notification.  The only information that is retained by the MMS User Agent are those information elements included in the MM1_retrieve.RES abstract message.
2 Proposal

OMA-MAG-MMDC proposes to include the Distribution Indicator as an Optional header field in the M-Retrieve.conf PDU in WAP MMS Version 1.2, in addition to its inclusion in the M-Notification.ind PDU, and to include this information element in the M-retrieve.RES in the 3GPP specifications as well.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA-MAG-MMDC kindly asks 3GPP-T2-SWG3 to discuss the usage of the Message Distribution Indicator in the MM1_retrieve.RES abstract message.

If 3GPP-T2-SWG3 agrees with OMA-MAG-MMDC on the usage of the Message Distribution Indicator upon retrieval of an MM, MMDC would like to suggest to change the 3GPP specifications to include this information element in the MM1_retrieve.RES.
4 Conclusion

The next OMA-MAG-MMDC meeting will take place in the beginning of February 2003. Thus, the MMDC would be very grateful if  3GPP-T2-SWG3 could form an opinion and reply prior to the MMDC by February 2nd, 2003.
