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1. Overall Description:

T3 requested T2 and RAN2 to clarify the maximum length of the parameter CB Data in 3GPP TS 23.041

T2 apologises for the delay in responding to T3’s LS.

T2 has found that the length of CB Data is defined as a value N (1246 bytes maximum) in 3GPP TS 25.324 section 11.5 titled CB Data. On close inspection of 3GPP TS 25.324 it is noted that the value for N, 1246 is enclosed in square brackets. The reason for this is unclear

Although 23.041 did actually make a reference to 3GPP TS 25.324 the way in which the reference was made was confusing which no doubt gave rise to T3’s concerns.

T2 has prepared CR’s for 3GPP TS 23.041 REL-4, REL-5 and REL-6 that are all technically identical.

It is T2’s intention to present these CR’s to TSG T#19 Birmingham in March for approval

2. Actions:
