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1 Overview

The Multimedia Messaging Sub-Group (MMSG) received an LS from 3GPP T2 regarding an approved CR to the MMS Stage 2 specification TS 23.140. The T2 document number of the LS is T2-030358 and the CR is T2-030357. 

MMSG has reviewed the approved CR to TS 23.140 and notes that T2 endorses OMA DRM. MMSG understands that solutions for DRM are needed in MMS and thus sees the approved CR as a positive step forward.

3 Reply to Requested Action(s)

It’s the understanding of MMSG that the CR is to the Rel6 version of TS 23.140, and that MMS Rel6 work in T2 is ongoing. Therefore, MMSG will treat the approved changes in the DRM CR along with all other MMS Rel6 changes and implement those as a single work effort at the appropriate time in the near future.
