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1. Overall Description:

T2 would like to thank SA1 for their liaison in document T2-030606 [S1-031285] and would like to inform SA1 that T2 has studied the change that was made to the 22.140 document that was brought to our attention in your LS and have reached the following conclusions:

1. The heading of the section, i.e., “MM not intended for presentation”, is unclear and our understanding of the actual requirements is that the section should be titled “MM intended for applications on the UE”.  It should be noted that the intended application may present the MM contents.

2. The statement that “message payload shall not be modified by the MMS” also presents certain problems that need clarification.  It is our understanding that the intent of the statement is that the MMS Relay/Server should not perform any content adaptation on MM that has an identified application routing element.  This does not imply any requirements from the MMS User Agent.

3. T2 is analyzing the full architectural implications of these requirements and will update when the analysis is completed.

T2 is planning to finalize this work within REL-6 time frame. Please note that freeze of Rel-6 might be scheduled to March 2004.
