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1. Overall Description:

T2 would like to make SA4 aware of the recently approved new Release 6 requirements in SP-030640.zip (copied below) included in the MMS Stage 1 specification (22.140 ) for the support of hyperlinks in a multimedia message.

“Hyperlinks in MM

It shall be possible to embed a hyperlink in a MM.

The following guidelines on editing, presenting and following of hyperlinks should be followed:

· There should be no restriction to the position in the MM where a hyperlink can be added.

· It should be possible to clearly recognise the presence of a hyperlink.

NOTE: It is preferable to display the title of a hyperlink rather than the complete address. (URI)

· Presence of a hyperlink in an MM should not impact the presentation of the MM (i.e. due to immediate following or storage of the link)

· The recipient of an MM should be able to follow a hyperlink.

The hyperlink should not be followed automatically by default (explicit user interaction should be required)”

T2 have been considering the implications of this new requirement and how to accommodate it in the MMS Stage 2 specification (23.140 R6).  In order to assist T2 in this work, T2 asks SA4 to answer the following questions.

1) Does PSS SMIL support the requirement to embed a hyperlink with “no restriction to the position in the MM where a hyperlink can be added.”?

2) What is the minimum and maximum supported length (in characters) for a hyperlink URL?
3) Is it possible to support hyperlinks in an MM object that is not based on SMIL?
