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Nokia acknowledges the CR (T2-040073), and thanks the individuals behind the work. We support the work in general, and looking forward to complete the work by the TSG-T2#24 meeting. 

We noted a few points in the CR, and proposing following alternative statements for consistency and clarification. Explanation for the Nokia proposals is outlined at the end.

An MMS User Agent should support hyperlinks within an MM as described below:
[Nokia 1] An MMS User Agent may support hyperlinks within an MM. If supported following apply:
Note: There is no requirement on the MMS User Agent for supporting any specific transport protocols for following URLs conveyed in hyperlinks.

If a hyperlink is embedded in a SMIL presentation the handling of the hyperlink shall be according to PSS SMIL [74].
If the user Agent supports XHTML Mobile Profile the hyperlink can also be embedded according to XHTML Mobile Profile.
[Nokia 2] If the user agent supports rich text encoding in XHTML Mobile Profile format the hyperlink can also be embedded according to XHTML Mobile Profile [reference?].
The MMS User Agent shall not automatically activate the Hyperlink unless an explicit user interaction took place.
[Nokia 3] It is recommended that an MMS User Agent requests confirmation by the end-user before accessing specific resources in response to a hyperlink being activated automatically. It should also ask for confirmation before downloading media content, which is referenced from a SMIL presentation. The confirmation request is only needed before accessing a resource that is not part of the same MMS message.

Note: Confirmation is useful, as accessing a resource on the network might result in additional charges. Permission to access to local resources is expected to be explicit as well.

Please note that the word “activate” has a very special meaning in SMIL. A 3GPP SMIL player activates an anchor automatically when the anchor "a" element actuates attribute set to "onLoad”. Hence, [Nokia 3] is proposed to express the same point but in different words. Rest of the [Nokia 3] is for clarification, as it is not outlined anywhere that we are talking about special kind of hyperlink here which refer resources outside an MM.

Nokia proposes to discuss the proposals, and change the T2-040073 accordingly before approval.
