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Please find below a short summary of the TSG-T#23 and TSG-SA#23 results related to T2. The meetings were held in Phoenix, Arizona, USA, 10 - 18 March 2004.
TSG-T#23

Generic User Profile

TS 23.241 v2.0.0 Generic User Profile (GUP) – Stage 2; Data Description Method was approved in TP-040051 for Rel-6. It was commented that Rel-6 does not have a SIM and therefore the brackets in e.g. 5.5.4 (U)SIM should be removed. It was commented that it seems unlikely that TS 24.241 GUP Common objects can be completed in Rel-6.

MMS

All CRs on MMS to TS 23.140 were approved as submitted by T2 in TP-040050 except CR157 (T2-040145) on Clarification on recipient list. Nokia identified technical problems with the CR and therefore Nokia supported by Motorola suggested to postpone this CR and revise it at the next T2 meeting. Nokia announced input to resolve the matter. TSG-T agreed to this proposal and T2 is asked to revise this CR.

T3 related MMS aspects were reported: 
· BIP is the preferred solution to realize a high bandwidth communication between Network element and UICC (LS sent from TSG-T to SA1 in TP-040060 to verify common understanding)
· It was propose to extend 'display text' command to make it able to display all sorts of multimedia content from the card. The use case would be to offer to the user to subscribe to certain advertised services which would result in MMS pushed to the screen by the Toolkit. T3 concluded that there is no requirement for this service yet. T3 will wait for service requirement from SA1.

· T3 discussed the issue of storage of the Multimedia Message and Multimedia Message elements on the USIM. During these discussions several open points were raised within T3 which are addressed in a LS to T2.

SMS

23.040 CRs 069 and 070 were approved as submitted by T2 in TP-040049. A revised version of CR071 23.040 Rel-6 Procedure for confirming the existence of an SMS interworking agreement was available in TP-040059 and TP-040058 contains an explanation of the changes. The revised CR in TP-040059 was approved.
Transfer of MMS into OMA and Future of T2

The LS from T2 on the MMS transfer to OMA was noted (TP-040012). 

The LS from T2 on the impact on T2 of transferring MMS stage 2 non-network dependant work to OMA after MMS REL-6 (TP-040013) which suggests four options for the future organisation of T2’s work triggered a lively and controversial debate in TSG-T: 

Several companies proposed to close T2 at TSG-T#26 (Dec 2004) and transfer the responsibility for specifications maintenance to TSG-T (TP-040070). However, this was not agreed as some companies felt it was too early to make a decision at this point in time. T2 was invited to discuss the matter and report its consensus back to TSG-T in June. Members were requested to bring their position to TSG-T in June. More details on this discussion can be found in the TSG-T#23 draft report.

Other issues

TP-040046 contains a questionnaire on the need for national co-ordination for the allocation of short codes for SMS, MMS and USSD recently issued by CEPT ECC WG on Numbering Naming and Addressing. Today, exclusive control by operators of the numbering and addressing resources used for the value-added services creates significant problems in relation to: interoperability of services / distortion of competition, Non-discrimination in assignment of numbering and addressing resources, consumer protection, and administration / harmonisation of numbering and addressing resources. The document was forwarded to T2 to make T2 delegates aware of this and to check if the technical assumptions regarding messaging standards made in this document are correct.

TSG-SA#23

Please find below a short summary of the TSG-SA#23 results related to T2. The TSG-T progress report to SA#23 was available in SP-040195.

MMS

Two CRs to 22.140 MMS stage 1 were approved. CR042 on Prepaid – lack of credit error in MMS was approved as submitted in SP‑040093. CR041 on MMS targeting UE elements was revised during the meeting adding consideration that the MMS client is an application on the UE. CR041 was then approved in SP‑040203.  The proposed CR043 on the definition of the private addressing schemes in MMS was sent back to SA1 for elaboration of the definition.  

SA3 reported in SP‑040151 that no workshop on MMS security was held as a consequence of a study made by GSMA earlier. The SA3 chairman proposed that further work on the area should follow the general work division between OMA and 3GPP agreed for MMS. Therefore, SA3 would continue work on MMS security only if security issues specific to the 3GPP cellular system are identified.

In an LS from SA3 to SA and T on MMS WID MM4 Private addressing (SP‑040027) SA3 informed that no issues had been determined with this work item.  (I reported this to T2 in Malaga as the LS was not copied to T2).

TR 23.976 on "Push Architecture" was approved (SP‑040046).

TS 26.244 Transparent end-to-end packet switched streaming service (PSS);"3GPP file format (3GP)" was approved (SP‑040065). The 3GPP file format (3GP) is used by the PPS and MMS services.

A report from SA4 was given on PSS/MMS audio codec selection (SP‑040073). Concerns were expressed from the floor on how terminal and server compatibility can be guaranteed if two optional Codecs are allowed and a request was made that SA WG4 specify a single Codec. However, this was not agreed by SA and it was decided that SA4 should continue with their work on the basis that both optional Codecs should be allowed.

Bundling of allocated codes for Diameter: It is envisaged to use a Proxy function for code requests and therefore any requests for codes should be passed through CN WG4. (Diameter is proposed in T2 for the interface between the MMS relay/server and the proposed Messaging Service Control Function)

The LS from T2 on the MMS transfer to OMA SP‑040029 was noted. 

SMS

TS 23.234 on "3GPP WLAN interworking" was approved (SP‑040049). T2 were invited to study the SMS part to check compatibility with the SMS architecture and SMS delivery and to provide comments to SA2. Additionally, it was suggested to ask T2 to verify if there is sufficient information on how MMS delivery is handled.
GUP

One CR to 22.240 on GUP UE Requirements (Rel-6) was approved (SP‑040095).

An Update of the GUP WID was approved (SP‑040102) updating the referenced OSA specs.

Five CRs on 23.240 (GUP stage 2) were approved (SP‑040038). The CRs were on the addition of a listing function, Rg reference point alignment with Liberty ID-WSF, Generalizing the subscriber identity term to resource identity, Authorization enhancements, and Authorization model alignment with GUP Information Model.
Rel-6 freezing

The 3GPP Work Plan Overview was available in SP‑040202. 
It was concluded that the Rel‑6 content freezing date will be set for September 2004 and explicit exceptions will be granted on a justified case by case basis. This decision will be reviewed relative to the progress of the work items. TSG SA noted that the priority list provided in SP‑040225 as being the list of Rel‑6 Work Items that Member Companies will focus their efforts on.  It is NOT intended as guidance for the WG or TSG chairs in prioritizing work.  Furthermore, It was agreed that Stage 1 of Release 7 is intended to be Functionally Frozen by June 2005. This decision will be reviewed at TSG SA #24 / TSG SA #25.
