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1 Overview

This document is in reply to an incoming LS from 3GPP TSG T2 on the matter of MMS having the ability to target specific applications within a mobile device. The OMA MWG MMSG would like to thank 3GPP TSG T2 for their correspondence on this matter. It is important to keep the channel of communication open with regards to MMS standardization.

MWG MMSG has reviewed the LS from the JSR-205 Expert Group to TSG T2 and the reply from T2. In general, the MWG MMSG has similar comments regarding this matter as T2 expressed. 

So TSG T2 is aware, the OMA follows a process to understand new functionality such as that being described in the received LS. This process starts with high level use case descriptions detailing actions of individual users, network entities, and terminal clients. 

Reviewing the received documents, the MWG MMSG sees no use cases to clearly understand the requirements that the JSR-205 Expert Group is attempting to fulfil. And the MWG MMSG has not identified any use cases or requirements associated with the concept of application IDs in MMS. In the event the MMSG does develop use cases or requirements these will be communicated to TSG T2.
