	In MM7_deliver.REQ message, the recipient address is  Recipient SPI, composing of  three components ,To,Cc,Bcc.

They are all mapped from the Recipient SPI of  MM1-submit.REQ.

It’s possible for some specific applications to  identify the recipient, for example, album service, each user has an account, a sender takes photographs , then sends them to the album service and some friends ,one of the recipient address is  album service account.  No element in MM7-deliver.REQ  describe the real or logical  recipient reliably.  To, Cc, Bcc  are description  information and express many addresses,  SP can’t abstract the only one that corresponds the value added service.

“RCPT TO” command specifies  the real  recipient address. However, “To”  shows mail  customers recipient address,  including  “RCPT TO” address and others. The  Mails server  should  insert those received mails into  Chang@Chinamobile.com mail box  , not  d@e.com  mail box..

It’s MMS to short of such  a RCPT elements in MM7-deliver.REQ for delivering a MM to the  value-added services(real recipient).
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	We propose   to add RCPT_TO element to MM7-deliver.REQ, to  specify  the MM  should transfer to the subscribers that are  provided with the value-added services.  This new element may exist zero or many. 
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
