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1. Overall Description:

T2 would like to inform SA5 about several new MMS features in document T2-040353, T2-040347, and T2-040347 which has been agreed/endorsed at T2#26 assuming that they are technically feasible. T2 believe that the new features may influence SA5 requirements on TS32.270.

The new features in a nutshell:

T2-040347: Introducing “Transport of Application data” for applications like Java, BREW, Symbian etc in MMS. Three new optional information elements Applic-ID, Reply-Applic-ID and Aux-Applic-Info are introduced into several MMS abstract messages. An MMS User Agent may ask for end user confirmation before any submission or retrieval of an MM triggered by an application due to charging, privacy or security reasons. Also, three new CDR entries are described in the informative Annex C. Error Status Codes will be added at next meeting.

T2-040369: Introducing “Support of Private Addressing” that provides the service requirements to support operator specific services dealing with enhanced addressing for the Multimedia Messaging Service within the home MMSE. The MMS shall support a new control interface (MM10) towards the Messaging Service Control Function (MSCF). Charging impacts are described in chapter 7.1.17.4 and CDR Information in 8.9.4. The new “Private Addressing MM10 interface” (stage 3) shall be based on the Diameter protocol.
T2-040353: Cancel & Replacing Multimedia Message in Recipient Terminal by VAS. It is proposed to extend the scope of the cancel/replacing content to the recipient MMS User Agent, so that MMS User Agent can cancel or replace old/expired message by a new message in the terminal. Please note that two new CDR entries are proposed and charging impacts should be considered.
Note, that this CR is not yet agreed, but the concept behind has been endorsed by T2 and it is very likely that a revised CR will be agreed at T2#27.


T2-040361: CR 23140 New PDU for deletion of deferred MMs. Please consider the charging impacts. 
Note, that this CR is not yet agreed, but it is T2’s intention to finish it by T2#27.


As can be seen from the attached CRs, it is suggested that new charging impacts and CDRs are considered. SA5 are invited to review the attached CRs, and create CRs to their specifications that reflect these requirements.
