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Please find below a short summary of the TSG-T#25 and TSG-SA#25 results related to T2. The meetings were held in Palm Springs, CA, USA, 8 - 16 June 2004.
TSG-T#25
AT Commands

The two CRs to TS 27.007 were approved as submitted by T2 in TP-040170.
MMS

All CRs to MMS to TS 23.140 were approved as submitted by T2 in TP-040172.

TSG-T agreed that the late Rel-6 items from T2 can be included as part of Rel-6 at the next meeting in December.  These late items are (see also TP-040174):
· Replace/ Cancel MM (MM1,MM7)

· Delete Deferred MM (MM1)

· TS 29.140 Stage 3 MM10 Protocol ( R/S-MSCF)

· IMS (completion at risk was reported by T2)
· Multiple Relay / Servers  (completion at risk was reported by T2)
It was agreed that at the MMS WIDs will be closed at the next meeting. If companies are interested in doing MMS work in Rel-7, a new or revised WID would be required. 
TS 29.140 MMS, MM10 interface based on Diameter protocol, stage 3 was presented for information in TP-040173.
A T3 CR on the MMS storage on the card (see TP-040181), and a T3 CR on MMS Management by USAT (TP-030183) were approved. 
The LS from T2 to T3, 3GPP2-TSG-C, 3GPP2-TSG-C-WG1-SWG1.4, 3GPP-TSG-T concerning harmonization of MMS provisioning files between 3GPP & 3GPP2 was presented in TP-040142. The attached T2-modified T3 CR was no longer proposed for approval since T3 had proposed to postpone their original CR (CR 236). The T3 chairman reported that a discussion has taken place on this CR after the T3 meeting which has resulted in the need to re-discuss the CR at the next T3 meeting together with the modified CR proposed by T2. 

The LS from T2 to T3 cc TSG-T on enabling MMS transmission and reception to UICC was presented in TP-040143. In this LS, T2 informs T3 that T2 has just completed and approved work on an application identification mechanism. The security concerns expressed at the recent T2 meeting were raised again at TSG-T  - related to sending data to applications on the UICC. There is a risk that messages sent to the UICC could be for secure messaging purposes and operators might try to use the mechanism for something sensitive and then hackers could find a way to manipulate an MMS UA to prevent certain messages reaching the UICC. The LS was noted.
SMS, CBS
All SMS CRs and the CBS CR were approved. However, some of the CRs (23.038, 23.040) were revised during the meeting since John MEREDITH (MCC) pointed out that the references to 51.011 ought to be specific in Rel-5 and Rel-6 specifications because 51.011 does only exist up to Rel-4. CRs 011 and 014 to 23.038, CR 074 and 077 to 23.040 were approved unchanged as in TP-040171. CR 075, 076 to 23.040 were approved as in TP-040200, CRs 12, 13 to 23.038 were approved in TP-040205.
Other issues

TP-040190 contains a discussion document from MCC/T1 on Testing of all Release 99 Features. The intention of this contribution is to start a review of the status of testing for so that, in the end, a complete view on the testing of ALL Release 99 features is provided. Alain SULTAN (MCC) invited members to provide further comments to him. 

The WGs were reminded on the need to decide on which specs need upgrading to Rel-6. These decisions have to be endorsed at the next TSG meetings in December.

TSG-SA#25
Please find below a summary of T2-related issues from SA#25 held in Palm Springs, USA, 13 - 16 September 2004. The TSG-T progress report to SA#25 was available in SP-040674.
MMS

At this SA meeting, no CRs to MMS stage 1 were presented.

It was agreed to adopt both audio codecs. CR006R2 TS 26.140 in SP‑040641 on Introduction of Extended AMR-WB and / or Enhanced aacPlus into MMS service (Release 6) was approved.

A CR to TS 26.140 in SP‑040650 on update of MMS Codecs and formats with Release 6 functionality was approved.

As proposed in a joint contribution from several companies, the AVC/H.264 Codec was agreed to be adopted as an optional video Codec in Rel‑6 and market conditions will dictate its eventual deployment. Related to this, CR008R1 to TS 26.140 in SP‑040655 on update of MMS Codecs and formats with H.264 was approved.

TS 32.270 MMS Charging was approved in SP‑040555.

A new WID on support of SMS and MMS over IP networks was approved in SP‑040688. It was clarified that the objective of the WI is to provide a solution which can be used over any IP access on the 3GPP system. It was agreed that T2 should have secondary responsibility for this work item.
SA1 presented in SP‑040510 a CR to 22.038 on Enhancement of the USAT MMS presentation for Rel-7 accompanied by a corresponding WI. After some indication from T3 that the necessary work to implement this requirement could be done in the Rel-6 timeframe, a CR to Rel‑6 was provided in SP‑040679 and approved. The WI was withdrawn.

CN reported that they approved the TS 29.198-15 MMS Service Capability Feature (SCF) in NP-040359.

SMS

See the WID in SP-040688 above.

A CR (CR004 to 42.068 in SP-040512) was approved related to sending of SMS to an ongoing Voice Group Call. Support of Short Message Service is optional in VGCS.
Other topics

A revised Work Item Description (WID) form was approved in SP‑040707. 
Rel-6 freezing

The target date for freezing of Release 6 was extended by SA until TSG#26 (Dec. 2004). Some items are still to be reviewed in December 2004 to determine if they can be included in the Rel‑6 Feature set.

WGs were asked to consider the list for upgrade to Rel‑6 in SP-040606 and decide which specs should be upgraded to Rel-6.
