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1. Overall Description

SA3 thanks CN4 for the LS on SMS Fraud countermeasures (N4-041193) which was discussed together with the attached SA3-contribution (S3-040802).

SA3#35 came to following conclusions. 

1) SA3 recommends that the TCAP handshake mechanism for mt-forward-SM shall be optional for use. 
2) SA3 will further study the needed security enhancements to the TCAP handshake mechanism and possible risks in using it. Address screening seems to be the minimal enhancement.
3) The suggested option 1 (use of TCAP handshake within a trusted group) from the attachment seems to be the most practical way to introduce the use of TCAP handshake mechanism within the network in a step-by-step way.
