Each manufacturer has his special address format and content. It’s difficult to connect and exchange message  when  different manufacturers connect and interact.  

We propose to clarify the address format of Mail From and RCPT To in MM4_forward and MM4_delivery_report as such:

1: In MM4_forward.REQ, “Mail From” and “RCPT To” both fill with “MSISDN”+”Domain”, for example: +861390000001/TYPE=PLMN@domain;

2: In MM4_forward.RES, “Mail From” fills with MMSC system Domain,for example: “admin”+”domain”. “RCPT To” fills with ‘X-Mms-Originator-System’ in original MM4_forward.REQ.

3: In MM4_delivery_report.REQ, “Mail From” fills with “MSISDN”+”Domain”, for example:+861390000001/TYPE=PLMN@domain; “RCPT To“ fills with ‘X-Mms-Originator-System’ in MM4_forward.REQ.

4: IN MM4_ delivery_report.RES, “Mail From” and “RCPT To” both fill with MMSC system address, for example: admin@domain .
