6. API update review

Two CR have been approved by T3# meeting. (doc. T3-050153 and T3-050165). They will be presented in the next T# meeting. The group already takes into account these CR.

Companies are invited to provide or re-provide their contributions using the last class and export files version. The next available version should be 6.2.0.

7.Test environment

OCS suggests changing the return of each test script, i.e. not only use a Boolean. Gemplus and Axalto argue the goal tool is not for debugging but just to give information on the test script results. Moreover the tool allows proprietary implementations to manage how to interpret the results; for example writing a log file is feasible implementing APDUResponse object methods. The change is not accepted by the group.

Gemplus presents its document AP-050204 concerning the Tool interface.

The name of the package for 3gpp shall start with ‘_’ i.e. org._3gpp.t.wg3.test.usim.jcapi.*.

USimToolkitService interface does not need to extend UICCToolkitService interface.

But, it is necessary to use a new class called USimApiTestCardService, which will do the link with proprietary environment. The skeleton of this class is mandatory but has to be adapted to user constraints. The user shall not delete or change any name of variable/method/class or method or class, it only can complete and add its proprietary implementation.

An example is provided too. Some modifications are done.

The Gemplus document is re-issued and approved with number AP-050207.

8. Specification and tests Review
MEE presents its contribution AP-050201 and AP-050202. (Toolkit interface).

For all MEE tests, the name of the package is uicc.usim.test…. instead of usim.test…. 

The name of some ToolkitConstant is not the same in document and in java file (EVENT_MO_SHORT_MESSAGE_CONTROL_BY_SIM/NAA). It is decided to use the one of the java file, hoping the specification will be corrected accordingly. This modification is made in following tests.

clearEvent() method test spec. is modified.

isEventSet() method test spec. uses only one applet (doc. is modified accordingly).

setEvent test is updated. In the script, test case 3 is updated in case of applet is not triggered.

setEventList test is updated also. In test case 7 specification, some cases are added.

Some minor and editorial modifications are made in the scripts.

Scripts are reissued in doc. AP-050208. Document is reissued in doc. AP-050209.

AP-050208 document is delivered. AP-050209 does not contain cap files.
Concerning the scripts, applets have to be re-compiled/converted in order to provide cap files. This will be done on the mailing list, once the new export files will be made available.

10. Any other Business

ST Incard raised a discussion about applet deletion. In Java Card 2.2.1, deletion object is submitted to rules, which did not exist in previous release (see java card 2.2.1 JCRE specification, §11.3.4.1). It could provide errors when running release 5 test suite with later Java Card version, not insuring backward compatibility.

The problem is particularly raised for FWK_TIN_TMAL test in applets 2 and 3: Is it still possible to delete applet2 even if reference to static field ‘timerIdBuffer’ is used by applet3.

Each company is invited to investigate more precisely on this point and bring some arguments to settle this question.

10.1 CR on 51.013 review

3 CRs presented during last T3 meeting were approved. The next T# meeting will take place next week in Barcelona, for approval.

Concerning TS 51.013 v5.2.0, and after OCS remarks about the non restored files in API_1_SVW_UPDRSBS_BSS clr file, a new version 5.2.1 is prepared by the chairman and approved by the group. It will be sent to ETSI and should be available soon. The only change is the restitution of the part which includes the file restoring.
