Request for Clarifications about GSM 03.19

Issuer: Incard

#1. ToolkitException with reason code EVENT_NOT_SUPPORTED

It is not clear the which behavior shall be kept by the methods setEvent, setEventList, clearEvent and isEventSet with respect to the "not valid IDs", i.e. in the set (0, 20,21,22...,127), and with respect to the "proprietary IDs", i.e. in the set  

(-128,...-1). 

In particular, the method setEvent is allowed to throw a ToolkitException with reason code EVENT_NOT_SUPPORTED. It is not clear if this exception shall be thrown if the event is classified as "not valid", if the event is classified "proprietary" or if the event is standard but it is not supported by the current implementation of the SIM.

Moreover, clearEvent doesn't throw ToolkitException with reason code EVENT_NOT_SUPPORTED.

#2. Method ToolkitRegistry.setEventList

If this method throws an exception, the registration status of the applet may be partially affected by the call to the method or  shall not be affected at all? To ensure interoperability, it is adviceable that no modification in the registry is left after that the excpetion has been thrown.

#3. Method MEProfile.check([BSS)

The value 0 of the length parameter is not allowed, but it is not defined what should be the behavior in this case.

#4. Methods post() and postAsBERTLV()

It is not clear if the values of the statusType parameter different from SW1_RP_ACK and from SW1_RP_ERROR are allowed, and, if so, what shall be the behavior of the framework. 

In the 03.19 ver. 7.1.0 we find in par. 6.5: "The toolkit applet can then post a response to some events with the post() or the postAsBERTLV() methods, the toolkit applet can continue it's processing (e.g. prepare a proactive command) the SIM Toolkit Framework will return the response APDU defined by the toolkit applet (i.e. 9F xx or 9E xx)."

Instead, in paragraph 6.6, we read "The EnvelopeResponseHandler content must be posted before the first invocation of a ProactiveHandler.send method or before the termination of the processToolkit, so that the GSM applet can offer these data to the ME (eg 9Fxx/9Exx). "

In the html annex, it is reported, as definition of the parameter statusType: "the status to be sent to the ME (SW1_RP_ACK or SW1_RP_ERROR)". But no exception are specified if another value is chosen.

#5. Method postAsBERTLV()

It is not clear what shall be done if the EnvelopeResponseHandler contains more than 253 bytes.
