Request for Clarification about GSM 03.19

Issuer: Incard

Object: EVENT_UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE

With respect to the EVENT_UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE, the following clarification is requested: the 03.19 states that "A range of events is reserved for proprietary usage (from -128 to -1). The use of these events will make the toolkit applet incompatible."

The EVENT_UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE is coded with the value -1, and so falls in the range of the proprietary events; anyway, we assume that an "unrecognized envelope" is an envelope APDU whose tag is different from the ones specified in section 13.1 "BER-TLV tags in ME to SIM direction" of the 11.14 version referenced by the current version of 03.19.

If this assumption is correct, the EVENT_UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE is not proprietary, because the SIM Toolkit Framework knows a standard way to manage it, exactly as it knows how to manage the EVENT_MENU_SELECTION and all the others; instead the information transported by the envelope APDU is proprietary, and its management is in charge of the toolkit applet triggered on the EVENT_UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE.

So two clarification may be needed: 

1) it should be clarified that an unrecognized envelope APDU shall be interpreted is defined above;

2) the proprietary events that could make a toolkit applet incompatible, in the sense of non-interoperability, are coded in the range between -128 and -2, even if the event coded -1 is linked to a proprietary command.
