One of them is the impossibility to store a 

reference to the APDU object, which forces us to "carry it around" in method 

invocations.

public static APDU getCurrentAPDU() ;

This method would return a reference to the current APDU object if the 

current context is the context of the currently selected applet, or "null" 

otherwise. This restriction is here to address the security issues for GSM 

toolkit applets or sharing.

If you think that this proposal is too simple, we can complicate it by 

adding a mechanism somewhere that would allow the current applet to lift 

this restriction, for instance by invoking a specific method:

public static void setAPDUAccess(boolean access) ;

It's ugly, so I would prefer another solution for this issue: the currently 

selected applet should define an encapsulation class that gives access to 

the APDU (like an APDUStream or something like that). A context switch would 

occur, and all accesses to the APDU buffer would be done directly by the 

currently selected applet.
