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System-wide Proactive Commands

This document presents a request for information and advice following an issue which was raised at the C SIM API ad hoc in Edinburgh, 6 April 2001. The members of the C SIM API ad hoc meeting seek guidance from the API WG on the following issue.

According to GSM 02.19, a SIM API must provide high-level functions for all Proactive Commands in GSM 11.14. However, some of these commands have "system-wide" consequences, which may need to be restricted. These include:

· SET UP MENU

· SET UP EVENT LIST

· POLL INTERVAL

· POLLING OFF

Allowing any STK application to be able to issue these Proactive Commands to the ME does not seem sensible. For example there could be conflicts between different STK applications issuing SET UP MENU commands. There may also be other commands which have such "system-wide" consequences.

A programmer of STK applications needs to know how these "system" Proactive Commands are handled by the STK Framework as do the implementers of SIM APIs.  There appears to be no guidance on this subject in GSM 02.19.

Please advise on this issue, and please advise whether it is appropriate for a Stage 2 SIM API description to define its own rules regarding the use of these "system" commands.
