The presence or not of the Item Icon List TLV in a set up menu proactive command is not clearly explained in the changeMenuEntry method.

03.19 : 

“The icon identifier provided will be added to the icon identifier list of the item icon identifier list Simple TLV if all the applets registered to the EVENT_MENU_SELECTION provide it.”

In fact, the 11.14 said do not put the TLV if one item does not have Icon.

So, it seems better to clarify if the generation is linked only to registration or to item state ( disabled items, …)
