TSG-SA has decided that in order to be consistant, all release 4 specifications shall have the version number 4.x.y. For GSM-only specifications, this would cause a problem since version 4.x.y was used to indicate phase 2 (in 1995). For this reason, all GSM rel-4 specifications have been renumbered. Thus, TS AA.BB becomes TS (AA+40).(0BB)  e.g. 03.19 becomes 43.019.

-
Specification which apply to both GSM and 3G, have a number of the form AA=20.0BB . e.g. TS 02.48 was GSM only in R99. When converted to apply also to 3G, the number change to 42.048.

"technically identical to" means that only editorial changes were made. This consists of changes such as updating the references section to made sure that all references refer to the same release.

it is planned that rel-5 will be frozen at TSG-T #15 in December 2001. At this time, those specifications which have not already been created by the approval of a CR, will be automatically created from the latest rel-4 version. Also, from that point forward, only corrections will be allowed to rel-5 specification. CRs with include a change of functionality will only be allowed for rel-6. However, note that test specifications are an exception to this rule.
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
