Currently the ToolkitException.BAD_INPUT_PARAMETER is thrown if (indexMSB > indexLSB + 16).
The current specification allows to have access to 17 bits of the MEProfile. But it is not possible to return these 17 bits because the return type of the method getValue is defined as „short“ .

We have to change the rule for throwing ToolkitException.BAD_INPUT_PARAMETER as follows:
To allow the access to 16 bits – which is the range of a short – the rule has to be specified like this: „ToolkitException.BAD_INPUT_PARAMETER is thrown if (indexMSB >= indexLSB + 16) or [..]“

Example: getValue(18, 2) wouldn’t cause a ToolkitException to be thrown if the specification is the same as in 5.1.0. But according to this CR a ToolkitException would be thrown.
