The AID’s for the existing sim.toolkit and sim.access packes in 43.109 are build based on the following values:

Sim.access  = A000000009 0003FFFFFFFF8910710001

Sim.toolkit = A000000009 0003FFFFFFFF8910710002

'A000000009' is the ETSI owned RID for GSM

Digits 1 – 4  = '0003' is the ETSI APP code specified TS 102.220 

Digits 5 - 8  = ‘FFFF’ is the Country Code 

Digits 9-14   = ‘FFFF89‘  Application provider code
Digits 15-22  = ‘10710001‘Application provider field

Problems:

· RID ? there is not RID defined for the UICC only for GSM and 3GPP

· ETSI App code Ther is not UICC App code the existing ETSI App code are for GSM, shall we use the 3GPP UICC App code or is it not better to alloacate a new App code for “UICC API for Java Card” like we have it for “GSM SIM API for Java™ Card”

· Country Code ‘FFFF’ will be the same for the AID for the new Java Card™ packages

· Industry Code shall be also the same

· Application provider fiels ? There is a normative Annex for the SIM toolkit packages shall we intoduce a new Annex or include in this Annex the coding of these Digits for the UICC toolkit packages ?
