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Toolkit applet access rights when CHV1 code is disabled

The following sentence in the gSM11.11 specification can lead to different interpretations when it comes to giving file access rights to a toolkit applet when the CHV1 code is disabled :

· Definition of the DISABLE CHV function as specified by GSM 11.11 :

" The successful execution of this function has the effect that files protected by CHV1 are now accessible as if they were marked "ALWAYS"." ;

The table below lists the possible status of the access granted to a toolkit applet depending on the access condition of the file (AC), the access domain of the toolkit applet (AD) and the status of the CHV1 code.
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Two cases remain to be clarified : 

· When the CHV1 code is disabled, can a toolkit applet with an access domain set to ALW only be allowed to access a file protected with the CHV1 access condition ? If we consider that a disabled CHV1 sets all CHV1 access to conditions to ALW access conditions, the answer should be yes, but it extends the access rights of the toolkit applet compared to what was defined in its access domain ;

· When the CHV1 code is disabled, can a toolkit applet with an access domain set to CHV1 only be allowed to access a file protected with the CHV1 access condition ? If we consider that a disabled CHV1 sets all CHV1 access to conditions to ALW access conditions, the answer should be no, but it restricts the access rights of the toolkit applet compared to what was defined in its access domain.
