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3G, 2G-3G and UICC Access Domains 

In order to enable the use of the usim.access API by toolkit applets, at least one 3G specific access domain parameter should be defined, this access domain parameter shall allow to specify the allowed operations or granted access rights for each USIM file accessed by the toolkit application. Optionally, it may also be required that the access domain parameter is specific to each USIM application, i.e. that the access granted to a toolkit application on a USIM file system are different from the access rights granted to the same toolkit application on a different USIM file system.

In order to enable the use of the usim.access and sim.access API by 2G-3G toolkit applets, at least one 2G-3G access domain parameter should be defined, this access domain parameter shall allow to specify the allowed operations or granted access rights for each SIM and USIM file accessed by the toolkit application.

Document T3a020107 is a proposal from Gemplus to define such an 3G and 2G-3G access domain parameter.

In order to enable the use of the uicc.access API by toolkit applets, at least one UICC specific access domain parameter must be defined, since no access conditions are defined for the uicc, the uicc access domain shall not rely on the 2G and/or 3G file access conditions.

Document T3a020108 is a proposal from Gemplus to define such a UICC access domain parameter.

A rule should also be specified to know which file system can be accessed by a toolkit applet depending on its access domain : 

· Can a toolkit applet installed with a 2G only Access Domain use the usim.access API ?

· Can a toolkit applet installed with a 3G only Access Domain use the sim.access API ?

· Can a toolkit applet installed with a 2G or 3G or 2G/3G access domain use the uicc.access API ?
