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File Context Switch through Shareable Interfaces Answers

In the 03.19 document it is specified that "At the invocation of the processToolkit method of a toolkit applet, the current file is the MF". However some toolkit applications may want to use shareable interfaces provided by other applications, and the processing of the thus shared methods may involve file accesses performed through the sim.access API. It is not defined in the 03.19 whether these file accesses should be performed in the calling toolkit applet context or if a file system context switch should be done when the shared method is called. Similarly the Access Domain is defined to give access rights to a particular applet, should it apply to all shared methods accesses performed while this applet is running, or should the access domain be switched to that of the applet providing the shareable interface ?

Depending on the answers to the above questions, it may be necessary to change the definition of the uicc.access and usim.access API so as to allow for example an automatic file context switch and reinitialization when a call to a shared method is done. 

Possible solution : a File view will be provided as a permanent (i.e. its reference can be stored) Entry Point Object to the applet calling the getTheFileView() method, this object will manage its own file system context. The methods made available by this object will be defined in an interface (specified in uicc.access). A new object managing its own context will be created with each call to the getTheFileView() method.
