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Oberthur Card Systems has the feeling that some different behaviours (data, status returned) for the OP commands in OTA mode are available on the field.

We would like to clarify this and ask T3 API to answer to the following questions and to clarify the specifications if needed :

1. What are the data and the status returned if the OTA command is a successful install for install and make selectable ?

2. What are the data and the status returned if the OTA command is a successful Get Status command and if available applet information are 400 bytes long ?

3. What are the data and the status returned if the OTA command is a Get Data command for card resources ( P1P2 = FF20 ) with P3 = 03 ?

4. What are the data and the status returned if the OTA command is a Get Data command for card resources ( P1P2 = FF20 ) with P3 = 00 ?

5. What shall be the class byte of the get response used after a GP command in an OTA message ?

For information in T=0 protocol on the I/O line, the behaviour of a standard GP card manager is :

1. No data return and status word 6101.

2. less than or 256 data returned and warning status word 6310 subsequent Get Status(get next occurrence(s)) is needed to retrieve additional data.

3. the 3 requested bytes are the data returned and the status word is 9000.

4. no data returned and protocol status word 6C03 because here Get Data is a case 2 command.

5. The ISO class byte is used 0x00.
