Opening of the Meeting

The Chairman, Dr. Klaus Vedder, opened the tenth meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) at 09:00 on 2nd November, 1999. Omar Habbal welcomed the delegates to Austin on behalf of the host Schlumberger.

2
Roll Call of Delegates

The T3 #10 meeting was attended by 29 delegates from 9 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Didier Bezille, Paolo Bruschi and Dave Maxey.

It was with much sadness that the chairman announced that Sam di Lieto, an SMG9 delegate and T3 follower had died in the recent horrific train accident just outside Paddington Station in London.

3
Input Documents / Agenda

T3-99330 contains the draft agenda. Several new documents were added. The approved version can be found in annex B of this report.

4
Approval of the report of T3 #9

T3-99329 contains the draft meeting report from TSG-T3 #9, held in Kyongju on 2 - 4 October, 1999. It was approved with a modification to section 10.3 on Restriction of Outgoing Activities (ROA) and some editorial modifications. The approved version was made available in T3-99351.

5
Liaisons and reports from other groups

5.1
Report from TSG-T#5 and TSG-SA #5

The T3 chairman gave a brief report on TSG-T #5 and TSG-SA #5. The T3 chairman’s report to TSG‑T #5 was distributed as T3-99350. 

The following general points were included:

-
a single common vocabulary document will be maintained for the 3GPP, initially based on the RAN document, TS 25.990. Input is expected from all groups.

-
regarding the contents of release 99, TSG-SA made the following decisions:

-
R99 is a consistent set of specifications for finalisation in December 1999;

-
R99 will be functionally frozen at TSG #6;

-
some specifications may be added after TSG #6, if their functionality is agreed to be included in R99 at TSG #6.

-
R99 specifications are identified as V3.x.y;

-
R99 form to be presented to TSG SA #6 for each specification by the TSGs;

-
Release 1999 work which has not been completed at TSGs #6 shall be identified and listed by the TSGs indicating (see S5-99265 for template):

-
an expected completion date for the work;

-
impact on R99 Services offered if the functionality is not included in R99;

-
impact on backward compatibility of later releases.

-
there had been some discussion about the terms UE, ME and MS. The main change from GSM is that for 3G specifications, UE should now be used instead of MS. For further information, see T3-99338 that contains an explanation of the related terms.

-
it was agreed that WG and SWG meeting should not be held immediately prior to the relevant TSG meetings. This is to allow time for the support team to create the input documents and the delegates to review them. 

The following points specific to T3 were also mentioned:

all new work T3 items discussed at T3 # 8 and T3 #9 were approved. These were:

-
UICC Application Identifiers (TP-99184)

-
Terminal tests for the UICC Interface (TP-99184)

-
UICC Test Specification (TP-99184)

-
USIM Application Toolkit (USAT) (TP-99184)

-
UICC/USIM Database (TP-99210)

-
31.101 and 31.102 were submitted for information as version 1.0.0;

-
TSG-T agreed to accept 31.101 v1.0.0 for information via email since it would only become  available after the T3 #10 meeting in November;

· TSG-T approved a position paper (TP-99190) which stated that USIM issues should be dealt with in the 3GPPs rather than by ITU-T (see also report form T3 #9). This position paper was presented to TSG-SA which then incorporated the main idea into a general LS to ITU-T concerning the standardisation of 3G systems.

5.2
Report 2G/3G SIM, USIM & R-UIM officials meeting


T3-99349 contains an LS from an ad hoc meeting (Austin, 1st November, 1999) of the officials of the main groups involved in standardising smart cards for mobile telecommunications. The group concluded that, with the increasing activities of several different committees, there was a danger that the resulting telecommunications smart cards standards would diverge, thereby preventing the inter-operation of several systems on one card. It was proposed that the best way to avoid this situation was to have one committee, SMG9, responsible for the top-level common aspects of mobile telecommunications smart cards. The LS invites the 3GPP-PCG, 3GPP2-SC, GAIT, SMG9, T1P1, TR45, UWCC-PDFG to comment on the proposal by the January SMG9 meeting. The LS was noted.

5.3
Report from USAT ad hoc


T3-99345 contains the report from the USAT ad hoc meeting hosted by Giesecke & Devrient in Munich on the 28 - 29 October, 1999. The goal of the meeting was to review the current version of GSM 11.14 and identify the main areas of work that would be required to produce 3G TS 31.111. The report states that there are several areas in which guidance is required from T3.

Q1
Should letter classes continue to be used ?

(
T3 concluded that letter classes should be kept since some features were hardware dependant (i.e. 2nd card slot) and there were no arguments put forward to remove it.

Q2
Is it a service requirement to be able to “hide” USIM applications based on USAT features indicated in TERMINAL PROFILE?

(
T3 concluded that this is a requirement.

Q3
Are there any other areas of GSM 11.14 with unclear requirements or that have been misunderstood?

(
No other areas were raised.

It was proposed that it may be useful to have a toolkit framework document  to contain such commands such as TERMINAL PROFILE, ENVELOPE, FETCH, TERMINAL RESPONSE. It was agreed that in the short term, these commands should be specified in a separate clause so that they could be easily moved at a later stage if thought necessary.

Some concern was expressed that too many new features were being proposed for 31.111 and that it would not be possible to complete this work by March 2000 at the latest. The chairman pointed out that the task of the ad hoc was not to enhance the specification by adding new features but rather to streamline the existing GSM 11.14 ensuring that it was consistent with 31.101 and 31.102.

5.4
Liaisons from other 3GPP groups

T3-99281 is an LS from the WAP forum requesting T3 / SMG9 to reserve a unique DF identifier under the SIM's Master File for a WAP directory called DFWAP, to avoid possible collision with other DF identifiers. There was some discussion about this request and a number of unclear issues were identified:

-
is the WAP data proposed for storage on the SIM subscription related? If so, it would make sense to reserve a DF for WAP under the GSM DF;

-
is there a need to access the stored data in this DF from several subscriptions (in the case where a WAP configuration is not subscription related)?

-
would this DF be accessed during a GSM/3G session or would it be accessed prior to entering the GSM/3G session?

-
is there a need for a dedicated access condition to this DF, i.e. special PIN protection?

-
will the DF contain all the data needed for WAP access over GSM including the data needed for the WIM in case of WIM-SIM?

Due to a lack of time during the meeting and the fact that the relevant WAP working party was meeting the following week, the meeting mandated that an LS was drafted in reply and approved by email in T3-99369 (a revised version of T3-99368).

T3-99337 is an LS from T2 SWG5 copied to T3 responding to an LS from RAN2 about the definitions for usage of multimode/system terminal. The LS was noted.

T3-99355 is an LS from T2 SWG2 providing some comments about the presentation made by T3 to T2 during the joint session between the groups on synchronisation issues at the October Kyongju meeting. Several of the comments relate to an example diagram in the presentation that was not intended for incorporation into specification. In order to clarify the situation, an LS was drafted in reply in T3-99363. This informs T2 that T3 had not intended to refer to any specific synchronisation methods, systems or synchronisation software. With some editorial modifications, it was approved as T3-99367.

6
USIM and IC Card Requirements (3G TS 21.111)

No documents were raised under this agenda item.

7
UICC physical and logical characteristics (3G TS 31.101)

7.1
Report from 31.101 drafting session

T3-99331 is the report and list of action items and open issues from the 31.101 group held during T3 #9 in Korea. It was noted. A report of the 31.101 issues discussed at T3 #10 was made available after the meeting in T3-99270.

7.2
Review of current version

T3-99332 contains version 1.0.0 of 31.101. This version was used as a basis for the discussions at T3 #10.

7.3
PIN management

Three new proposals for handling the access condition PIN were presented at T3 #10. They were:


T3-99341: “PIN management proposal” from Schlumberger. This proposal has a master PIN as well as an application specific PIN. This proposal, as opposed to T3-99291, proposes that the master PIN may override the application specific PIN.


T3-99347: “PIN management” from Bull. This document proposes a logical link between an application and the shared data.


T3-99362: “Indication and assignment of access conditions” from NOKIA. This proposal is “implementation oriented”, i.e. aims at providing an implementation proposal for the PIN logic needed when files are shared. It is based on ISO/IEC 7816-9.

A long discussion about these documents did not result in a conclusion as to the best approach, but three major requirements were identified and agreed:

-
selectable applications shall have a PIN;

-
it shall be possible to enable/disable the PIN;

-
selectable applications may share the same PIN.

Also discussed was a fourth requirement that shared information should be protected by a logical combination of PINs, but agreement was not reached as to its validity. As it was not possible to get to a final agreement (due to limited time) it was decided at the plenary that a simple "one PIN" proposal should be taken for R99 and later on enhanced.

7.4
Application selection

T3-99339 is a discussion document on GSM compatibility versus ISO/IEC compliance. It proposes that two of the main requirements to take into account for the design of the USIM specifications are the support of multiple applications, i.e. USIM and non-USIM applications and the integration of the GSM functionality for backward compatibility reasons. Discussion about this document concluded that there should not be an environment setting command from the terminal. This leads to two scenarios:

-
when the terminal selects the SIM application, the card shall, for the rest of the card session, accept only those commands defined in GSM specifications, i.e. the card would send SW1SW2 indicating that the command is not supported if a 3G command is received;

-
when the terminal selects a USIM, the card shall, for the rest of the card session, accept only those commands defined in 3G specifications for the rest of the card session. i.e. the card would send SW1SW2 indicating that the command is not supported if a GSM command is received.

Nokia undertook to provide a contribution to 31.101 at the next meeting based on these principles.

7.5
Security

T3-99335 is a contribution proposing the text for the authentication command in 31.101. During the meeting, the document was revised first to T3-99356 and finally agreed as T3-99360.

7.6
Other issues

7.6.1
Guidelines SIM/USIM references in other specifications

It was noted that at a recent T2 rapporteurs meeting, the issue of the usage of the term "SIM" in specifications transferred from the GSM to 3G should be examined by T3. As a general guideline, it was concluded that most references to GSM 11.11 should be replaced by a reference to 3G 31.101 and that, in general, the term SIM should be replaced by the term USIM. 

7.6.2
Short file IDs

It was agreed that short file IDs should be assigned (1 - 30) to those EFs which require faster or more frequent updating. i.e. those files needed during the start-up procedures and the phonebook IDs.

7.6.3
General issues

In addition to the conclusions mentioned in the paragraphs above, the following conclusion were made during the closing plenary of the meeting:

-
the clause of reserved file IDs had previously been removed. It was proposed that for backwards compatibility reasons they should be replaced;

-
the deadline for action points raised during the meeting would be the close of business, Friday, 19th November.

8
USIM characteristics (3G TS 31.102)

8.1
Report from 31.102 drafting session


The 31.102 rapporteur presented a brief verbal report on the open issues after the 31.102 drafting group held during T3 #9 in Korea. It was noted that so far, none of the tag values and file IDs had been defined but that this was a largely editorial task that could be done just prior to approval of the specification.

8.2
Review of current version

T3-99333 contains version 1.0.0 of 31.102. This version was used as a basis for the discussions at T3 #10.

8.3
Security

T3-99336 is a contribution proposing the text for the authentication command in 31.101. During the meeting, the document was revised first to T3-99357 and finally agreed as T3-99361. As a result of the discussions about this document, several issues requiring clarification were identified in the S3 specification, 33.102. An LS to S3 was drafted in T3-99359 to request clarification. With some modification, the LS was approved as T3-99364.

T3-99354 (a revised version of T3-99352) is a contribution to align 31.102 with definitions listed in 33.103. It was agreed.

8.4
Synchronisation

T3-99340 is an extension to the proposal in T3-99220 on synchronisation proposal. It details how the Phonebook Identifier (PID), Unique Identifier (UID) and Change counter (CC) could be coded. During the discussion of these two documents the following points were recorded:

-
it was questioned whether the phonebook record numbers be used instead of UID. It was concluded that this would not be possible;

-
EFPID will be changed to EFPSC (Phonebook Synchronisation Counter);

-
the UICC will control a flag to indicate whether a record was updated in a 2G phone.

Schlumberger and Ericsson agreed to provide an input document on the issue for the next meeting.

8.5
Enhanced User Identity Confidentiality

T3-99334 is a proposal how the Enhanced User Identity Confidentiality feature as specified by S3 could be incorporated into 31.102. The input was approved subject to some modifications proposed during the course of discussion and will be reflected in the next version of 31.102.

8.6
Incoming/Outgoing call information

T3-99348 is a discussion document which examines the issues involved in the storage of call information. It proposes to place EFs related with call information independently at each level, so that there is no need to refer to EFs at different level. Discussion was commenced in the splinter group, but as a conclusion was not reached, the document was postponed until the 31.102 editing session prior to the next T3 meeting.

8.7
Other issues

T3-99342 is a discussion document proposes that there should be an independent relationship between the SIM/USIM applications and the competitive conditions between EFSPN and EFDIR. Discussion was commenced in the splinter group, but as conclusion was not reached, the document was postponed until the 31.102 editing session prior to the next T3 meeting.

9
USIM Application Identifiers (3G TS 31.110)


T3-99353 contains 31.110 v0.0.1 "Numbering system for telecommunication IC card applications". 3G TS 31.110 describes the numbering system for Application IDentifiers (AID) for 3G telecommunication Integrated Circuits (IC) card applications and is based on the ETSI document EG 201 220. It was agreed that this should be sent to TSG-T for information via email as version 1.0.0.

10
UICC Application Toolkit (3G TS 31.111)

T3-99345 contains the draft report of the T3 USAT ad hoc meeting in Munich, 28 - 29 October 1999. It is dealt with in section 5.3 of this report.

It was proposed that the splitting of the existing SIM Application Toolkit specification into a generic part and a mobile specific part for 3G should be part of release 2000. This was endorsed by T3.

The possibility of using an interrupt command in the interface was again raised. It seems that the interrupt is currently only available on many ICs when the IC is in sleep mode. Chip manufacturers are requested to investigate whether this could be made available at all times. The issue of how to address such a request to chip manufacturers will be raised at the next T3 meeting.

T3-99346 is a discussion document which proposes the main areas in which work is required. They are:

-
general (In 3GPP the multi-application environment has to be taken into account in such a way that the USAT is not activated until a specific application has been selected rather than starting SAT at the initial power up of the card);

-
protocol issues;

-
refresh with UICC Reset;

-
Call Control;

-
command related alpha identifiers.

The document will be dealt with by the USAT ad hoc in December.

11
Terminal capabilities

T3-99344 is a proposal for a reply to the T2 request for information relating to terminal capabilities. There was general agreement that the features listed in the proposal were valid, but that the amount of detail should be reduced. A revised version was made available in T3-99358 and after some further editorial changes, the LS was approved as T3-99365.

Any other Business

No other issues were raised under this agenda item.
