Justification

Microsoft Corp has developed an implementation of SIM toolkit based on R98 releases of GSM 11.11, GSM 11.14, GSM 03.48, and GSM 02.19 specifications for the Windows for Smart Cards operating system. This was released in June 2000 as part of Windows Smart Card Toolkit v1.1. Customers have requested that we submit our SIM API for Windows for Smart Cards to 3GPP as an alternative to the existing SIM API for JavaCardTM as defined in GSM 03.19. Providing a SIM API on multiple platforms broadens network operators choice and provides access to alternative technologies that may not otherwise be available on a single platform.

Objective

Microsoft Corp in conjunction with members of TSG-T WG3 plans to:

1) Produce a “SIM API for Windows for Smart Cards” specification that is in essence a Windows for Smart Cards equivalent to GSM 03.19.
