4 Meeting Objectives

The delegates agreed the objectives of introducing CPHS into 3G to be the following:

1. Try to ensure backwards compatibility with present network infrastructure

2. Try to ensure backwards compatibility with present SIM cards

3. Keep all interested parties informed

4. Use 3G services for implementation of CPHS features

5. Create a table of priorities for the implementation of CPHS features

6. Create a table of complexity to implement using 3G services

7. Define the priorities of which features to implement

Implementation Impact Analysis 

As one of the identified objectives of the meeting was to introduce the CPHS features into 3G using the 3G specifications; the delegates performed investigated how and in what 3G specifications the features detailed in the CPHS document (T3-000450) would have to be implemented.

Addition of CPHS one2one Proposal 

Andrew Farrar from one2one presented T3-000418 detailing one2one’s proposal for including CPHS into the 3G specifications. The overall concept of using the same file identifiers and structure of the resent CPHS files was appreciated.

The group recognised that the document only detailed the changes that would be required to 3G 31.102, and that as the CPHS features impacted more than one specification, additional change requests to those specifications would be required.

As Multiple Subscriber Profiles (MSP) is the 3G service most like the CPHS alternate line service, Philip Hooker from Orange recommended leaving the CPHS Mailbox Numbers file as free form and including an additional file to provide an index as to which record should be used for which service, e.g. voicemail, ALS voicemail, fax mailbox.

If this file was not present the default CPHS configuration would apply. If the file was present it could be populated with either the default CPHS configuration or any other, thus providing a more flexible solution.

1 Attempt to use same file identifiers, structure and contents; add additional files where required

2 Attempt to use same / similar voice mail notification short message. One message having both GSM 03.38 and CPHS voice mail identification
