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The last EP SCP CAT ad hoc meeting analysed the Service tables for the indication of Toolkit features. This document summarises the problem and proposes a solution.

On a 2G platform, basically the SIM, it was recognised that the other technologies define their own service table, where they put additional service. So the GSM EFsst is re-used by all technologies, it's where common services are defined. The list of the common set of SAT features defined (GSM 11.11 v8.3.0) in the EF SIM Service Table File under DF GSM is :

On a 3G platform, basically the UICC, each USIM application has its own service table. There is no indication to the terminal of the common set of features supported on the UICC level for the UICC itself or the Toolkit functionality.

What has changed in 3G is :

· Identification of subscription specific services :

Data download via SMS-CB, Data download via SMS-PP, Call control, Barred Dialling Numbers (BDN), Mobile Originated Short Message control, Run AT Command, Image(IMG).

· The UICCdoesn't need to indicate to the ME the support of Menu selection features as a specific proactive command is used to activate this service.

· A UICC indicates to the ME that it supports proactive UICC by supporting the Terminal Profile command APDU.

· The support of USSD string data object supported in call control is mandatory for the UICC if it supports call control

A contradiction has been identified in the with the Image (IMG) service indicating the presence of DFGRAPHICS :

· The DFGRAPHICS is located under the DFTELECOM, shared area of the UICC, that is not operator (USIM) specific so common to all UICC application. 

· The Image (IMG) service support indication is USIM specific.

Reminder : the DFGRAPHICS contains the icons used in some Proactive commands, so basically USAT application that are independent of the USIM applications present on the UICC.

A more generic problem exists, about :

· indication of future subscription independent toolkit features 

· indication of some generic services such as: presence of generic files, modification of codings in phonebook,  definition of a new phonebook, correction/enhancement of access rules mechanism

The definition of a generic UICC Service Table, located under the DFTelecom may solve those problems without introducing backward compatibility problems.
