The Chairman, Dr. Klaus Vedder, opened the 18th plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) at 09:00 on 1st March 2001.

Roll Call of Delegates

The T3 #18 meeting was attended by 60 delegates from 13 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Colin Hamling.

Input Documents / Agenda

T3-010122 contains the draft agenda. The agenda was approved with the addition of the new agenda item "16.5 Bake-off service" and several new documents. It can be found in annex B of this report.

4
Notification of IPR obligations

The chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

-
notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

Approval of the report of T3 #17

T3-010120 contains the draft meeting report of TSG-T3 #17, held in Berlin, 15 - 17 January, 2001. It was approved with several minor modifications and some corrections to the delegates list. The approved version was made available as T3-010121.

T3-010181 contains the report of  T3 ad hoc meeting #27 (joint with T2) hosted by ETSI in Sophia-Antipolis, France, 22nd February, 2001. This meeting discussed the related issues of models for UE functionality split and USAT local link. The main conclusion of the meeting are contained in a draft LS to several groups in T3‑010182. The LS identifies four use case scenarios and concludes that a security study and a feasibility study on the architectural aspects of these USIM/UICC scenarios should define a minimum number of models by eliminating the ones violating the 3G security and architecture requirements. During the meeting, a revised version of the LS was made available in T3-010250. The was approved by email shortly after the meeting.

T3-010216 contains summary of the recent T3 ad hoc and sub working group meetings on the APIs:

T3 ad hoc #26 on Java API testing, hosted by Incard, 12 - 13 February in Naples (for the full report, see T3-010217);

During a presentation of the summary, the following points were highlighted:

regarding the C SIM API

there has been a proposal to change the name of the Multos API to C SIM API which may be combined with the WI proposal for an API of Microsoft discussed at T3 #16;

more contributions to this work are required;

-
there have been initial discussion about splitting the secure messaging specification into a GSM/3G specific part and a generic part (to be maintained by EP SCP) but little work had been done yet;

-
regarding Java API testing, a draft version of GSM 11.13 presented to this meeting (see also T3‑010215 in section 16.3 of this report).

Reports from other groups

No document was considered under this agenda item.

6.3
Liaisons / Input from other groups

T3-010123 is a an LS from CN1 regarding the enhancement of CPHS Network Operator Name Feature in reply to the T3 LS sent to them in T3-000630. Regarding the T3 proposal for the provision of a control for the activation of the HPLMN search for a given PLMN, CN1 state that significant changes to 23.122 would be needed and that this would need a service requirement from SA1. As a result of this comment, T3 concluded that this aspect of the feature should be removed. See also section 10.3 of this report for further information about the related CRs.

T3-010124 is an LS from N1 to S2,T2 cc T3 regarding IM Subsystem Address Storage on USIM. They agree with the principle that IM subscriber address information should be stored on the USIM. The LS was noted. 

T3-010125 is an LS from SA2 to T2, SA1, SA3 cc T3 regarding UE functionality split over physical devices. SA2 concludes that SA1 should first define the set of requirements associated with items and scenarios outlined in the T2 LS. T3-010142 contains an LS from SA1 in reply to the SA2 LS mentioned above. It was concluded that T3 should participate in ad hoc meetings on the matter where required, but would take lead from SA1 on the matter. The LSs were noted. 

T3-010126 is an LS from EP SCP ad hoc to TR45.3 cc T3 regarding the Card Application Toolkit (CAT). EP SCP seeks the view of TR 45.3 in relation to the TON values and terminal profiles work currently being done on the CAT. The LS was noted.

T3-010127 is an LS from EP SCP ad hoc to N1 cc T3 on the same matter, but only related to the TON value aspect. The LS was noted.

T3-010128 is an LS from WAP forum to T2 cc T3 about standardised methods of identifying bookmarks. It informs T2 that the WAP Forum’s WAG WAE drafting committee is currently evaluating the use of the IrDA’s IrMC ‘vBookmark’ specification, as well as proposals on how to enable and manage bookmarks based on specific WAP-based constructs but without specifying a format for generic bookmarks. Furthermore, the WAP Forum would be willing to share these evolving proposals with T2. T3-010148 is an LS from T2 in reply to T3-010128. T2 notes that the exact format of the bookmarks was not mentioned. T3 noted both LSs. It was also noted that the SIP work and the VHE user profile work were being kept separate.

T3-010129 is an LS from T1 on the authentication test algorithm to be implemented in test USIMs. T1 inform T3 that they have endorsed a CR to TS 34.108 V3.2.0 regarding the authentication test algorithm. Since the authentication test algorithm has an impact on implementation of test USIMs and test USIM simulators, T3 is asked to review and agree the CR. Following a review of the CR, T3 concluded that the CR was acceptable but that two editorial changes should be made. An LS to inform T1 of these conclusions was drafted and approved in T3-010246.

T3-010143 is an LS from SA1 regarding the T3 TR 31.900 on SIM/USIM inter-working. SA1 state that they have reviewed TR 31.900 and have not identified any conflict with the set of service requirements defined by S1 for Release-99. The LS was noted.

T3-010144 is an LS from SA1 regarding the T3 TS 22.122 "USAT interpreter stage 1". SA1 state that they have reviewed the TS and do not have any comments. The LS was noted.

T3-010145 is an LS from SA1 about the T3 work item "introduction of CPHS features". T3-010201 is an associated CR to TS 22.101. They have reviewed the service requirements for the feature and provide the conclusions of the review. The LS was noted and the revised requirements were taken into account in the CRs mentioned in section 10.6 of this report.

T3-010146 is an LS from SA1 on the proposed new USIM toolkit functionality for key identification. They state that the functionality does have potential value in the support of new multimedia services on the condition that this functionality can be provided in a secure manner. They also attach a draft CR to the USAT stage one specification, TS 22.038. During a review of the CR, T3 noted the need for a minor enhancement. T3-010213 is an LS in reply to SA1 informing them about the change. The LS was approved. See section 12.4 of this report for further information on T3 CRs related to this matter.

T3-010147 is an LS from T2 about SMS DCS values for SIM data download. It states that T2 has discussed the need to download 16 bit class 2 SMS messages to the SIM. At present, TS 23.040 states that only 8 bit class 2 messages with DCS values '11110110' and '00010110' shall be passed to the SIM. This has been specified since SMS Phase 2+ Release 1996. However it has been noted in TS 11.14 section 7.1 that it is implied that all class 2 messages may be passed to the SIM. T2 therefore concluded that an alignment is required. Due to a lack of time, the LS was postponed until T3 #19.

T3-010153 is an LS from SA1 to T3 in response to the T3 proposal for operator PLMN name list in the USIM. They concluded that the requirements for such a service should be:

-
ability to display a single Operator Name as a function of multiple network codes,

-
ability to display different Operator Names as a function of different Mobile Network Codes,

-
ability to enable application of both the above while the subscriber is in either the home PLMN or roaming.

The LS was noted and taken into account during the discussion of the CRs listed in section 10.3 of this report.

T3-010195 is an LS from SA3 regarding the T3 Technical Report (TR) on SIM/USIM inter-working. It is dealt with in section 9.2 of this report.

T3-010240 is an old LS from GSM-A SCAG which requests comments about a proposed solution to combat fraud via pre-paid solutions which depend on the advice of charge feature. The LS had originally been tabled at the SMG9 meeting in Visby (22 - 24 May, 2000) as 9-00-0283, but, due to a lack of time, had been postponed. Subsequently, it had not be raised at future T3 or SMG9 meetings. The chairman requested delegates to re-examine the matter so that it could be rediscussed at T3 #19.

7
Organisational matters

7.1
T3 working parties

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

7.2
Election of Chairman and Vice-chairman

In accordance with the 3GPP working procedures which state that elections for Working Group officials should be held every two years in the March time-frame, an election was held for T3 officials. The following nominations were received along with a letter of support from their company:

Klaus Vedder, Giesecke & Devrient (ETSI), for the position of T3 chairman (see T3-010189);

Nigel Barnes, Motorola (ETSI), for the position of T3 vice-chairman (see T3-010190);

-
Paul Jolivet, DoCoMo Europe (ETSI) for the position of T3 vice chairman (see T3-010191).

Klaus Vedder was elected to the position of chairman by acclamation. The position of vice chairman was then discussion and it was concluded that it would be useful to have two vice chairmen. As a result, both Nigel Barnes and Paul Jolivet were elected as vice chairmen by acclamation.

8
Work program

8.1
Review of status of T3 specifications & rapporteurs

The secretary pointed out that since there had not been a TSG-T plenary meeting, the status of the specifications remained the same as listed at T3 #17 in January (see T3-010004).

Following the resignation of Günter Maringer, T-Mobil, as the rapporteur of TS 21.111 (USIM and IC card requirements), it was agreed by acclamation that Stefan Kaliner, also from T-Mobil, should become the new rapporteur.

8.2
Review of 3GPP work program

T3-010223 contains the first draft of the feasibility study into higher interface UICC/Terminal interface speeds. It was pointed out such work was not limited to just the USIM/UICC interface and that it may be more appropriate for it to be done by ETSI Project Smart Card Platform (EP SCP). The plenary endorsed this proposal and the chairman undertook to raise the matter at TSG-T #11.

USIM and IC Card requirements and reports

9.1
USIM and IC Card requirements

No documents were registered under this agenda item.

9.2
SIM/USIM inter-working

T3-010195 is an LS from SA3 regarding the T3 Technical Report on SIM/USIM inter-working, TR 31.900. SA3 state that they have reviewed a draft version of the report and have feedback on several different issues. The LS had already been discussed by a splinter group before the T3 plenary and they had agreed with most of the SA3 conclusions. However, the SA3 comment about scenario "E" (involving 2G security over UTRAN) has caused some discussion. 

SA3 proposed that the scenario should be deleted as allowing this scenario would make it easier to execute a false base station attack. However, it was concluded that the scenario is technically within the current SA1 requirement specifications. Furthermore, it was felt that there was a valid business case since it was likely that some GSM operator may wish to issue USIMs before the 3G network is complete and in this situation, a 2G HLR may be used. It was concluded that the scenario should remain in the TR. An LS in reply to SA3 to inform them of this was drafted and approved in T3-010187. Furthermore, the chairman undertook to raise the matter at the TSG plenary meetings and, if necessary, to organise a joint meeting, with SA3 and other interested parties.

During the meeting updated versions of TR 31.900 were made available in T3-010186, T3-010243 and T3‑010247. The latter was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for information.

10
(U)SIM characteristics (3G TS 31.102 and GSM 11.11)

10.1
Outstanding issues 

No documents were registered under this agenda item.

10.2
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010092 is a R99 CR to 31.102 containing a series of general corrections of minor nature and editorial enhancements. It had been elaborated at T3 #17 and kept open until this meeting in case further such corrections were discovered. Several further addition were made during T3 #18 and a revised version was made available in T3-010206. This was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval as CR 31.102-071 R99.

T3-010150 is a R99 CR to 31.102 to add the missing TON/NPI values from the ANR (Additional Number) file of the phonebook. It was commented that the original idea had been that the TON/NPI values should be the same for the same first number and the additional number. The CR suggests that this creates an unnecessary limitation to the user when storing numbers. Discussion concluded that in order to align the field more closely with the ADN field, it would also be necessary to add the length of BCD number, and a reference to an extension file, in order to allow long numbers to be entered. Revised versions were made available in T3-010224 and T3-010241. With a further change to mention SSC strings, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval as T3-010249 (CR 31.102‑077 R99).

T3-010152 is a R99 CR to TS 31.102 to add a paragraph to clarify the use of the tag 'FF'. A revised  version was made available during the meeting in T3-010180 and it was eventually agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 for approval as T3-010238 (CR 31.102‑076 R99).

T3-010154 is a R99 CR to TS 31.102 to clarify that the bit corresponding to the packet domain support shall always be set to 1 because the EFs for packet domain support (PSLOCI and KeysPS) are mandatory. It was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval as T3-010205 (CR 31.102‑072 R99).

T3-010173 is a R99 CR to TS 31.102 to correct some of the tag values for the phonebook. This is proposed because the existing values are not in accordance with the ASN.1 rules. It was noted that the change would have an impact on existing test implementations. For example, existing test USIMs would have to be re-personalised. It was pointed out that if the change is not made, the tag interpreter on all 3GPP terminals (and any other systems also employing the USIM phonebook) would have to contain these values as special exceptions. Agreement on this CR was not reached during the meeting, so it was concluded that the CR should be submitted to TSG-T #11 along with a summary of the arguments for and against the change (see T3‑010235). TSG-T #11 could then make a final decision about the CR.

Secretary's note:
Following the meeting, the objections to the CR were dropped. The CR was therefore submitted to TSG-T #11 for approval as T3-010253 (CR 31.102‑078 R99).

T3-010179 is a R99 CR to TS 31.102 containing several straight forward corrections and alignments to TS 31.102. The changes were agreed in principle and a revised version, incorporating the general changes agreed at the last meeting, in document T3-010092 was made available the T3-010206 (see above).

T3-010194 is a R99 CR to TS 31.102 to change the access conditions in EFPBR. A short discussion revealed some drawbacks with change and the author decided to withdraw the CR.

10.3
CPHS and operator list

T3-010168 is a CR to TS 31.102 to introduce the PLMN Network Name feature from the Common PCN Handset Specification (CPHS). It is an updated version of T3-010132 as discussed at the rel-4 ad hoc immediately prior to T3 #18. There had been some discussion about whether or not the access condition EFPNN should be ALWAYS. It was agreed that it should remain ALWAYS since this could speed up initialisation. With the addition of the term IEI to the abbreviations list, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval as T3-010229 (CR 31.102‑073 rel-4).

T3-010200 (a corrected version of T3-010169) is a CR to TS 31.102 for the addition of a service to indicate support for the EFOPL (Operator PLMN List). It is an updated version of T3-010133 as discussed at the rel-4 ad hoc immediately prior to T3 #18. The EFOPL file indicated for which Location Area Identities a required network name is to be displayed. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval as T3‑010230 (CR 31.102‑074 rel-4).

T3-010170 is a CR to introduce the voicemail, message waiting and call forward indication features from the Common PCN Handset Specification (CPHS). It is an updated version of T3-010131 as discussed at the rel-4 ad hoc immediately prior to T3 #18. With the addition of several editorial modifications, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 as T3-010231 (CR 31.102‑075 rel-4).

T3-010171 (an updated version of T3-010134) contains a draft LS to CN1 in reply to the issues raised about the CPHS feature in their LS in T3‑010123. The LS informs CN1 that the CRs no longer include the roaming indicator status. The LS was approved as T3-010232.

10.4
Other Release 4 issues

T3-010174 (an updated version of T3-010130) is a rel-4 CR to 31.102 to specify a new file to store operators preferences for GPRS service usage. The aim of these GPRS parameters is for the operator to be able to define settings that remain consistent irrespective of the manufacturer of the terminal. They are not intended to override the parameters that an application may define but to allow reasonable and consistent settings in the absence of an application defining its own. The CR is an updated version of one originally raised in T3 #16 in November. 

There was some discussion as to whether this CR was applicable to 3G (for other PS services) or just to GPRS. Since SA1 had not yet discussed the matter, an LS to SA1 was drafted in T3-010175. This requests them to review the CR (T3-010244, an updated version of T3-01074 is attached) and provide feedback to T3 on the matter so as to enable T3 to finalise the matter at T3 #19. With several editorial improvements, the LS was approved as T3-010245. The chairman also undertook to raise the matter at TSG-T and notify them that a rel-4 CR on the matter could be expected at TSG-T #12 in June.

10.5
Other issues

No documents were raised under this agenda item.

11
Application IDentifiers (AIDs) (3G TS 31.110)

During a general discussion on application identifiers, it was concluded that it would be useful if the ETSI, 3GPP and other relevant application identifiers were specified in a single common document under the control of EP SCP. The chairman undertook to raise the matter at TSG-T and also at the next EP SCP meeting. This would enable  EP SCP to modify the application identifier specification to include the USIM specific codes.

(U)SIM Toolkit (3G TS 31.111 and TS 11.14)

12.1
Outstanding issues

No documents were raised under this agenda item.

12.2
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010157 is a R99 CR to TS 31.111 to clarify annex A which describes the support of USAT by the mobile. The letter class definition is clarified and the missing download card reader status event is added to class "a". The CR also applies to TS 11.14 R99. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 as T3-010208 (CR 31.111-029 rel-99), T3-010209 (CR 11.14-A194 rel-99) and T3‑010221 (CR 31.111-037 rel-4).

T3-010158 is a R99 CR to TS 31.111 to align it with TS 11.14 regarding the indication of several tag values which are marked as reserved for TIA/EIA-136. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 as T3-010210 (CR 31.111-030 R99) and T3‑010222 (CR 31.111-038 rel-4).

T3-010188 is a R99 CR to TS 31.111 to change a reference from GSM 02.04, which no longer exists, to TS 22.001. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 as T3-010211 (CR 31.111-031 R99) and T3-010212 (CR 31.111‑032 rel-4).

T3-010226 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to correct the fact that the tag value for the Display Parameters TLV is missing and the length indication in the Display Parameters TLV description is not correct. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 as T3-010234 (CR 31.111-034 rel-4).

12.3
Other Release 4 issues

T3-010156 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to add additional Access Technology indicator values for TETRA, -TIA/EIA-95 and TIA/EIA/IS-2000. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 as T3-010207 (CR 31.111-028 rel-4).

T3-010164 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to address that fact that some mobiles interpret the PLAY TONE command differently than others and may not take into account user settings such as silent mode or vibrator switched on.. The CR proposes the enhancement of the specification of the handling of the alpha identifier, where the tone shall or shall not be played and what is meant by ringing tone. However, discussion concluded that a different approach was need to avoid backwards compatibility problems. A revised version was made available in T3-010177. This introduces two new proprietary tones called "Ringing tone as selected by the user for incoming speech call" and "Alert tone as selected by the user for incoming SMS". With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 as T3-010242 (CR 31.111-040 rel-4).

T3-010176 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to introduce the ability for a SIM toolkit application to make use of blue tooth functionality in the terminal. This is achieved by adapting the already existing bearer independent protocol to be able to search for and connect to particular services available on surrounding devices (client case). A related rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 in T3-010178 further adapts the bearer independent protocol to be able to offer services to other surrounding devices (server case). With some minor changes, the CRs were agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 as T3-010236 (CR 31.111-035 rel-4) and T3-010237 (CR 31.111-036 rel-4).

T3-010197 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to extend to specification to cover SIM toolkit for a GSM only terminal. This would allow the withdrawal of the GSM 11.14 specification. Due to a lack of time, the document was not discussed in plenary. The document was postponed.

12.4
New event for pressed key & Variable Time-Out

T3-010136 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to introduce a variable timeout to the DISPLAY TEXT proactive command. Currently, the timeout for the DISPLAY TEXT command varies between terminals of different manufacturers (3-8 sec). T3-010137 is a rel-4 CR to TS 31.111 to introduce a variable timeout to the GET INKEY proactive command. Furthermore, the application would receive back from the terminal the  total display text duration (command execution duration) using the TERMINAL RESPONSE. Finally, the USAT application may request the ME to enable the usage of “Yes/No” keys and/or the digits 0 to 9, * and # (but not +). When the user has entered a key, the ME shall pass the entered key transparently to the UICC, and not display it on the screen so as not to disturb other text which may be displayed. 

The discussion documents T3-010139 and T3-010140 provide some background information about why the CRs in T3-010136 and T3-010137 are needed and how the two new functions can interact.
Both CRs were revised several times during the meeting (see documents T3‑010204, T3‑010214, T3‑010228) before they were agreed for submission to TSG‑T #11 as T3-010233 (CR 31.111-033 rel-4) and T3-010248 (CR 31.111-039 rel-4).

T3-010138 is a rel-4 CR to 31.111 to introduce a addition of identified pressed key to DISPLAY TEXT proactive command. Currently, only a "YES" or "NO" response is allowed. Following the approval of the CRs mentioned above, the CR was not longer needed and withdrawn.

12.5
Other issues

T3-010155 is a discussion document about the Network Measurement Results (NMR) feature as used in TS 11.14. The information can be used by SIM toolkit applications as a part of a positioning method. However, it is specific to GSM circuit switched connections and is not applicable to GPRS or UTRAN. The paper questions whether such functionality is still necessary given that there are other methods of determining position with using UTRAN. It was concluded that delegates should examine this issue so that the document could be treated in more detail at the next meeting.

T3-010199 is a discussion document which analyses the service tables for the indication of toolkit features. It proposes the introduction of a common UICC service table, to be located under the DF Telecom directory. Due to a lack of time, the document was not fully discussed during the plenary session, so it was postponed until the next meeting.

T3-010220 is a discussion document which highlights the problem of the current TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 specification for the PERFORM CARD APDU proactive command. This command was intended be able to send any C-APDU, but it has been discovered that there are some limitations to the length of the C-APDU which are inherent to the SIM and UICC. It was concluded that this problem could not be addressed for release 99 and earlier except by adding a warning note to ensure that application writers are aware of the limitation. The author of the document undertook to raise such CRs at the next meeting.

T3-010239 is a discussion document about a problem with the GET INPUT command. It is currently possible to define the minimum and maximum response length. However, it seems not to be defined whether the length is specified in bytes or characters. ME implementations already exist using both methods. It was agreed that the issues should be addressed for rel-4 during the next meeting.

(U)SIM toolkit API and secure messaging

13.1
Java API (TS 03.19)

T3-010135 is draft CR to extend TS 03.19 by adding a package to include support for the USIM functionality. It was noted that Sun Microsystems stated that the document was available on the same basis as the existing 03.19 packages. This would be further discussed at the next API SWG meeting with a view to having it ready for approval at T3 #19. The CR was noted.

T3-010198 is a R98 CR to TS 03.19 to clarify the arrayIndexOutOfBoundsException. This is done by adding a reference to the Java Card 2.1 API specification. It was noted that it had been the intention of the API SWG to specify the behaviour in TS 03.19 rather than having a reference to the JavaCard 2.1 API specification, but this had not yet been done to a lack of time. Nevertheless, it was concluded that this would be a better way forward and so a CR was produced during the meeting in T3-010225. Several changes were suggested and delegates also asked to have extra time to allow consultation with the Java Experts within their companies.

Secretary's note: A revised version was produce shortly after the meeting in T3-010251 (CR 03.19-A011 R98) and T3-010252 (CR 03.19-A012 R99). They were both agree by email for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval.

13.2
Multos API

No document was registered under this agenda item. See also section 6.1 above.

13.3
Windows for Smart Cards (proposed new work item)

No document was registered under this agenda item. See also section 6.1 above.

13.4
Secure Messaging (TS 03.48)

T3-010166 is a discussion document on Key Set management for secure messaging. It was concluded that this matter should be dealt with by EP SCP since it related to generic issues. The author undertook to input a similar document to the next EP SPC meeting.

13.5
Other issues

No other issues were raised.

14
(U)SIM Toolkit Interpreter

See also T3-010172 in section 6.1 of this report for an introduction to the documents in the section.

T3-010160 contains TS 22.112 v1.3.0 "USAT Interpreter (Stage 1)". Some further modifications were agreed during the meeting (including change of the normative references to TS 03.48 to recommendations). A revised version was made available in T3-010202. This was agreed for submission to TSG-T #11 for approval.

T3-010161 contains TS 22.112 v0.0.1 "USAT Interpreter Architecture Description (Stage 2)". It was agreed to send the specification to TSG-T #11 for information. 

T3-010162 contains TS 22.113 v0.0.11 "USAT Interpreter Byte Codes". It was agreed to send the specification to TSG-T #11 for information.

It was noted that the intention of the ad hoc group is to continue work on TS 22.112 and TS 22.113 such that they can be presented to TSG-T #12 (June) for approval, even though there may still be some part of the specification that are not fully interoperable by that time.

T3-010163 contains a proposal for a second stage 2 specification to specify the USAT Interpreter transmission protocol and administration aspects. Further USAT interpreter meetings will work on this specification with a view to presenting it at the next T3 meeting for information. The specification was noted.

Other Release 4 issues

No other issues were raised.

16
Test issues

16.1
Interface tests (TS 31.120 and 31.121, GSM 11.10-1)

T3‑000387 is a CR to GSM 11.10-1 to incorporate 1.8V tests. T3‑000547 is a discussion document which provides some comment on the new tests in T3‑000387. During the meeting, both documents were reviewed and the CR was also aligned with the 1.8V tests in TS 31.120. It was also noted that since 11.10-1 was already a release 4 specification, the specification number had been changed to TS 51.010-1 in line for the 3GPP policy for release 4 specification numbering. An updated version was produced in T3‑010203 and it was agreed that this should be sent to GERAN4 for their agreement.

T3-000560 is a discussion document which identifies an inconsistency between GSM 11.11 phase2 and GSM 11.11 R98 regarding the timing of the activation procedure. The problem becomes apparent in test equipment and thus GERAN4 are investigating the matter. The document was noted.

16.2
UICC/USIM conformance tests (TS 31.122)

No document was registered under this agenda item.

16.3
(U)SIM toolkit Java API tests (TS 11.13)

T3-010215 contains the latest version of TS 11.13 "Test specification for SIM API for Java Card". It contains tests for the requirements in TS 03.19 that ensure interoperability at the API level. The specification does not currently contains test for interoperability at the byte code level. Some further editing work was done during the meeting and a revised version was made available in T3-010227. It was agreed that, despite the fact that the byte code level tests were not included, the specification was still useful and it was therefore agreed that it should be submitted to TSG-T #11 for approval as a release 98 specification (i.e. version 7.0.0).

16.4
(U)SIM toolkit tests (TS 11.10-4)

T3-010141 is a R96 CR to GSM 11.10-4 to correct the coding in one of the tests for the GET INKEY commands. With a change in source to T3, it was agreed to send the CR to GERAN4 for their review as T3-010183.

T3-010149 is a R96 CR to GSM 11.10-4  to correct the SMS-PP Data Download tests. The CR was reviewed during the meeting and following several changes, was reissued as T3-010184 and agreed for submission to GERAN4 for their review.

16.5
Bake-off service

T3-010192 contains a presentation about the ETSI Bake-off Service. The presentation states that there are two main ways to achieve interoperability:

-
conformance testing using test suites;

-
interoperability testing, using live implementations (e.g. at “bake-offs”).

The aim of the ETSI bake-off service is to organise the bake-offs, project management, providing a test-site (ETSI or outside), providing test-bed, making local arrangements, attracting sponsors, advertising bake-off (press releases) and collecting feedback for standards process. Following the presentation, there was a question and answer session which clarified that:

-
bake-offs are usually only open to companies who have an implementation to test;

-
no form of certification by ETSI is provided;

-
in the past, gentlemen's agreements have been used successfully rather than more formal NDAs;

-
several possible areas of interest to T3 included interoperability between servers and cards, java applications;

-
surveys at previous events have shown that the benefit (i.e. improved interoperability) has out-weighed the risk (i.e. partially disclosing implementations to competitors)

There was general agreement that the concept of bake-offs could provide benefits. The matter would be placed on the agenda of future T3 meeting. For further information, delegates were encouraged to directly contact the ETSI bake service (email, nathalie.guinet@etsi.fr).

17
Handling of rel-4 GSM only specifications

During TSG-SA #10, T3 was requested to investigate the feasibility of mandating that rel-4 GSM only terminals would have to support USIM functionality. T3-000545 is a discussion document on the evolution of SIM and SAT beyond R99. T3-010006 is an LS from SA1 which had been reviewed at the previous T3 meeting. SA1 requests T3 to investigate the possibility that rel-4 GSM only terminals should be mandated to support UMTS authentication. T3-010196 is a discussion document outlining some of the potential difficulties for 2G operators if it is mandated that rel-4 GSM only terminals shall support USIM functionality.

During a general discussion on the matter, it was concluded there were no technical problems that would prevent a rel-4 terminal being mandated to support USIM functionality. However, several commercial issues were raised (see T3-010196) and it was therefore concluded that the matter should be further discussed in TSG-T #11.

See also document T3-010197 in section 12.3 of this report.

18
Any Other Business

T3-010167 contains a presentation about the 3GPP rel-5 feature, IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS). It starts by giving some examples of possible IMS services, provides a brief introduction to SIP (Session Initiation Protocol), examines the 3GPP IMS architecture (and mapping to SIP) and finishes by looking at the user identities involved. The presentation was noted. 

Following the presentation, an LS from SA2 registered at the last T3 meeting (T3-010065), was re-examined. The LS requested feedback from T3 (and other groups) on the proposition that the IMS subscriber identity and the home domain name of the UE (contained e.g. in a SIP URL), should be stored on the USIM of the UE for the case where the UE is an embedded SIP client. The storage location for the case where the UE contains a stand alone SIP client connected to an ME is for further study. T3 concluded that this seemed to be a reasonable approach so long as the data was not too large (less than say 120 bytes). An LS was drafted in T3‑010185 to inform SA2 of this conclusion. Discussion concluded that the request for more detailed information from SA2 on some related issues was not necessary at this stage and so a revised version was made available in T3-010193. This LS was approved.

19
