Items of special note:

Following the closure of rel-4 of TSG-T #11, rel-4 versions of all specifications that were not already in release 4 were automatically created.

New numbering systems for GSM-only rel-4 specifications:

TSG-SA has decided that in order to be consistant, all release 4 specification will have the version number 4.x.y. For GSM specifications, this would cause a problem since version 4.x.y was used to indicate phase 2 (in 1995). For this reason, all GSM rel-4 specifications were renumbered. GSM AA.BB becomes 3G TS (AA+40).(0BB)  e.g. GSM 11.11 becomes 3G TS 51.011.

Note that several rel-4 versions were not created automatically for the following reasons:

-
11.14: TSG-T agreed that for release 99 and rel-4, 3G TS 31.111 will be upgraded to include the GSM only functionality that had previously been in GSM 11.14. Thus GSM 11.14 release 4 will not be needed.

-
31.110: T3 and EP SCP have agreed that all application identifier information should be contained in ETSI TS 101 220. Thus T3 may decide to either withdrawn 31.110 or to have an "empty" specification with a reference to the ETSI specification.
