Regarding phonebook procedures, the deletion of a phonebook entry is not clearly addressed in TS 31.102. Two issues must be considered:

1) When a phonebook entry is deleted, it is not specified what the ME must delete in addition to the ADN record.

2) When a SIM/USIM is inserted in a GSM phone, one ADN entry is deleted. As the GSM phone is not aware of other 3G related files, it does not delete related information. When the SIM/USIM is inserted again in a 3G ME, what must the ME do? 

From Gemplus perspective, it seems that:

1) When a phonebook entry is deleted, the ME shall delete all related information (ANR, EMAIL, SNE…) unless the data is shared with another entry that is still valid.

2) When a phonebook entry is deleted by a GSM ME and when the SIM/USIM is inserted back into a 3G ME, this latter shall check all ADN entries and for each deleted entry shall remove all related information that is not shared with another entry. The ME can take advantage of the 'Entry control information' in the EFPBC, when this file is present.
