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1. Authenticate Command Description (based upon #276)

The splinter group agreed that clarification on the conditions for the execution of the AUTHENTICATE command are needed. It had been the common understanding that 2 conditions have to be fulfilled:

· a USIM application shall be selected and activated

· the current directory is the ADF USIM or any directory within this application.

An extension of the possibilities as proposed by T3-010276 was not considered as acceptable, particularly for backwards compatibility reasons with regard to existing R99 implementations.

T3-010398 is a R99 CR to 31.102 comprising the above clarifications.

An equivalent Rel-4 CR is also required. 

2. Clarification of type 3 phonebook files
(based upon #299, part2 -> new version in #346)) 

In case of the usage of type 3 files (indicated by tag ‘AA’) in the phonebook, a record in EF_PBR can only contain one entity of a certain kind of file, e.g. only one EF_EMAIL. This restriction shall be reflected in the specification to prevent from wrong interpretation and thus implementation. 

Beyond that a further clarification shall be made to distinguish between two categories of files in the context of the phonebook:

- ‘file type’, i.e. type 1,2 or 3:
defines the type of link between the files in the phonebook. Indication by tags

- ‘kind of file’:


defines the sort of file based on their content / usage. Eg. EF_email, EF_SNE

T3-010346 is a CR to 31.102 R99, introducing the above clarifications. The splinter group decided to some editorial modifications to enhance the clearness of the phonebook description. This includes also a change to the definition of EF_PBR.

A revised version of this CR is T3-010389. An equivalent R4 CR is required.

Editor’s note:

After the splinter group T3-010346 has been presented in plenary together with the outcome of  the splinter group. The content and changes have been agreed upon in principle, comments have been made on the wording to achieve further clearness.

3. EF_RPLMNACT correction (based upon #319)

It had been reported to the splinter group that the ‘UE Idle Mode Workshop’ did not request to change this EF to optional, rather than clarify that this EF is only used in the by mobiles supporting COMPACT / EDGE.

Thus the proposal is to keep this EF as mandatory for backwards compatibility reasons (a change to EF_UST would be required). Instead a note shall be added to the EF definition stating that this specific EF is only used in the context of EDGE and COMPACT.

A CR to introduce the note will be prepared (T3-010395)

In this context it has been pointed out that the two files EF_CPBCCH and EF_InvScan under DF_GSM-access are used for COMPACT only, and not for GSM access in general.

Clarification of this fact will be provided with above CR. Backwards compatibility problems will not occur as according services for these two files are already defined in the EF_UST.
