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GSM Association SERG is aware of that both SMG9 and the WAP Forum are working with WAP/SIM issues. SERG’s opinion is that SMG9 should be responsible for standardising SIM/WAP issues.

SERG’s opinion is that the following WAP specified parameters (and other future parameters) should be stored on the SIM card:

· Home page address

· IP address

· Default bearer (e.g. SMS, DATA, GPRS, USSD)

· Bearer parameters:

· SMS: SMSC number, gateway number

· DATA: dial up number, PPP user name and password

· GPRS: Access point name, user name and password

· USSD: service code

· Client ID (e.g. MSISDN number)

There might also be some other parameters which are not included in previous lists and which should also be stored on the SIM.

· The reasons to store these parameters on SIM card are:It is easier for users to change terminals and allow continuous service

· For customer care purposes (operators have the option to change these parameters, e.g. Over The Air)

· Subscribers should have the flexibility to tailor services to their own needs and desires, either directly on the terminal or over the Internet  (via OTA).

GSM Association SERG asks the addressed groups to discuss these issues and support the proposals.  This is a matter of some urgency due to the imminent launch of WAP services by several operators.
