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The T3 (USIM) group thanks T2/SWG1 for the copy of the Liaison Statement (Tdoc T3-99374, T2#7(99)1030), concerning the notion of indicating to the server that a terminal supports USAT.

T3 has considered this issue, and has come to the following conclusion. USAT has an existing mechanism for capability negotiation between the ME and UICC. The UICC is told the ME’s USAT capabilities through the PROFILE DOWNLOAD procedure. If a server needs to know the ME’s capabilities, an application in the UICC could inform the server.

T3 would like to provide some additional information concerning the capability of the USIM/UICC. Gaining knowledge of the UICC’s capabilities is more complex, as USAT is a “toolkit” and the UICC only needs to support the components that are used by resident applications. The SIM API (an open architecture for SAT, and USAT for 3G, based on JavaCard) does define a standard capability set that applets loaded onto a UICC can rely on. Negotiation and capability checking is built into the existing applet loading protocol for this architecture. Therefore this issue has been solved for UICCs complying to the SIM API architecture, but not for the general USAT case; T3 plan to study this issue as part of Release 2000.
