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T3 considered the LS to SMG9 of the WAP forum WTA on the PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION command (Tdoc T3-000058) and would like to offer the following response :

1) No positioning method using SIM Application Toolkit is specified in any ETSI or 3GPP specification. It is up to the SAT application issuer to define the method, and the parameters should be used.

2) ARFCN,  CI, LAI, Timing advance, BCCH list, etc... are parameters which are defined in the relevant 3GPP RAN specifications. Therefore, this group is certainly more qualified than T3 to answer your questions.

3) However, to the best of our knowledge, the BCCH list data object could be useful in conjunction with the Network Measurement Result (NMR) data object that is provided by the terminal to the SAT. As specified in GSM 04.08 / 3G TS 24.008, the NMR refers to neighbour cells using indexes (called "BCCH-FREQ-NCELL"). These indexes refer to the actual ARFCN of the surrounding cells which are found in the BCCH list. Therefore, if a positioning method wants to use the power level from the neighbour cells, it may need to derive the identity (ARFCN, BSIC) of the cells using the NMR and the BCCH list.
T3 hopes that this information proves useful to WAP forum WTA.
