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Introduction

The Common PCN Handset Specification (CPHS), developed by the PCN Association, defines additional terminal and SIM functionality to the standard GSM specifications.  The additional functionality enhance the offering to the subscriber and include a second subscriber line, control of MMI features by a SIM datafield, Operator Name on the SIM, Mailbox numbers for voicemail, fax, etc on the SIM, enhancements to GID usage, dynamic information numbers.  Several handset manufacturers have implemented CPHS, but the specification itself still remains outside the core GSM specifications.  This causes problems with availability and maintenance of the CPHS.

Proposal

It is proposed that features of the CPHS are included in Release 2000.  This will mean the features in CPHS are freely available to all terminal and SIM manufacturers and are maintained in line with developments in the core standard.

The following CPHS features are proposed for inclusion in Release 2000:

· Mailbox Numbers;

· Operator Name;

· Customer Service Profile.  

Other features from CPHS will be proposed as is appropriate.

Following acceptance of this proposal, Orange will present CRs to the appropriate specifications in S1 and TSG-T.  A proposed Work Item is attached to this document.

Justification and scope

The Common PCN Handset Specification (CPHS), defines additional terminal and SIM functionality to the standard GSM specifications.  The additional functionality enhances the services offered to the subscriber and includes features to both terminal and SIM. Several handset manufacturers have implemented the features; however, they remain outside the core GSM specifications.  Since these features have proved useful, it is proposed to standardise them in 3GPP.
