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During its meeting in San Diego, T3 decided to reserve all TAR values beginning with hexadecimal value ‘B’. This means that the TAR values beginning with ‘B’ are no longer under control of the service provider but under control of 3GPP. The reason for this reservation is to have universal USAT applications. Universal USAT applications could still be service provider dependent but will have a normalised interface and would be used for a given task. For instance, several TAR values could be reserved for mobile commerce. The list of universal USAT applications is yet for further study. Nevertheless, TAR values are already requested for some specific applications: GMCIG (Global Mobile Commerce Interest Group) see http:\\www.gmcig.org) is specifying SMS format for mobile commerce applications and is requesting TAR values. Other universal USAT applications may appear in the future and there is a need to reserve some TAR values in order to "authorize" these universal applications. 

T3 asks GSM-A SCAG to request the GSM Association  to verify the usage of TAR values for specific USAT applications amongst their members and to report back to T3. In case some USAT applications are already using TARs beginning with ‘B’, T3 will then mark these specific TAR values as reserved so that no interworking problems could occur with these applications.
