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T3 would like S3 to consider the possibility to create new “Key Sets” in the card at post issuance in order to provide new Over The Air (OTA) secured access during the card’s life. 

Each Key Set would have 3 keys: Kic, Kid, Kik which are used for OTA message/application security in GSM 03.48.

2 levels of security are provided by the card :


- the lower level described in the GSM 03.48 with Kic and Kid.

· Kic is used for ciphering, 

· Kid is used for Redundancy Check (RC), Cryptographic Checksum (CC) or Digital Signature (DS),

· the application layer 

· Kik is used to secure the modification of the keyset keys.

T3 would like to specify this possibility of creating new “Key Sets”, and requests S3 to provide guidance on this new feature regarding from a security point of view.
