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S1 thanks T3 for their LS. S1 has discussed the SAT/USAT control of IP Multimedia Services.

On your first point, S1 has discussed that at the moment there is no need to control the applications themselves.

The S1 requirement corresponds to your second point: effectively, as additional controls are added to the ME to support IP services, linkages to these controls will be provided on the SAT/USAT API and hence provided to SAT/USAT applications. To clarify, S1 has in mind that this would be similar to the control of SAT/USAT in the CS domain: the S1 requirement is that SAT/USAT shall be able in the same way to control telecom sessions in the IM subsystem. 

S1 is at your disposition for any further information and thanks you for the consideration of this issue.
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T3 thanks S1 for providing the opportunity to contribute to the IP multimedia services work.  SAT/USAT control of IP multimedia service has many implications and before we consider new Work Items to support your requests, we would like to ensure that we understand them properly.  Our particular questions are as follows:

“the ability of the SAT/USAT application to control IP multimedia services”

Do we take this requirement to mean that SAT/USAT programs can perform digital rights management (DRM) functions for multimedia services including for example verifying the possession of authorisation to consume such services or using an e-purse on the SIM to pay for such services?  Can we also assume that SAT/USAT programs initiate and control the delivery of such including such functions as rewind for viewing video streams and bass boost for audio streams?

“the provision of additional user interface functionality to control and invoke IP multimedia services”

We take this requirement to mean that as additional controls are added to the ME to support IP services, linkages to these controls will be provided on the SAT/USAT API and hence provided to SAT/USAT applications.

If our understanding is headed in the wrong direction please let us know as soon as possible. We would also welcome any further information that you have in this area and look forward to working with S1 on this new initiative.
